Zuzana Ceralova Petrofova graduated from the Faculty of
Pharmacy of Charles University in Hradec Kralové. Since 2000,
she has been working for the PETROF Company, a former
family business that has been returned to her father. Zuzana
Ceralova Petrofovéa has been the Company’s executive director
and president for 15 years, successfully exporting pianos and
upright pianos to 60 countries and promoting the traditions
and quality of the Czech industry, crafts and classical music.

Zuzana Ceralova Petrofova has received a number
of awards for her professional activities. She serves as
President of the Association of Musical Instruments Makers
of the Czech Republic and for two years, she also headed
the Confederation of European Music Industries (CAFIM).
There, she manages a project of European importance
entitled “European Excellence” addressing some urgent
problems faced by traditional producers: certificates
of origin and protection against counterfeiting. She
also promotes the good name of the Czech Republic at
international fairs and exhibitions (Music Messe Frankfurt,
Music China Shanghai, Cremona Musica, NAMM Show)
and by receiving many foreign visitors at PETROF.

Zuzana Ceralova Petrofova cooperates regularly and on
a long term basis with Czech embassies and agencies in
promoting Czech music, culture, craftsmanship as well as
a responsible and sustainable business. She participates in
public diplomacy projects, including those based on pre-
school education programmes and youth music education
programmes.

Contracts were signed
between Uzhhorod National University and Vysocina
Region, the University of West Bohemia in Pilsen, Charles
University in Prague, College of Polytechnics in Jihlava,
Brno University of Technology, University of Pardubice,
University of JE Purkyné in Usti nad Labem, Slavonic Institute
of the Czech Academy of Sciences, Palacky University in
Olomouc, Research Institute of Geodesy, Topography and
Cartography and Tomas Bata University in Zlin. Students
of Uzhhorod National University annually participate in
the summer school of journalism in Havli¢kav Brod.

In 2016, Volodymyr Chubirko started to cooperate with the
Ministry of Defence of the Czech Republic on the restoration
of Czech war graves in Ukraine. He significantly contributed
to the reconstruction of the memorial in Kalynivka near
Zboriv and in Velyka Doch near Bakhmach commemorating
the legionaries who died there in 1917 and 1918.

With the support of the Vyso&ina Region and the City
of Jihlava, he initiated the creation and development of
a park in Uzhhorod named after the first Czechoslovak
President, T. G. Masaryk. He works closely with
the local Czech compatriot association to maintain
Czech heritage sites and traditions in the region.

Volodymyr Chubirko has been instrumental in a range
of other undertakings — for example, in establishing
cooperation between the firefighters and police in the
Vysocéina Region and in the Zakarpattia Oblast. Between
2013 and 2018, the Vysoc&ina and Pardubice regions
assisted in the renovation of buildings housing more
than 150 educational and social institutions in Ukraine.

Kromé duchovni spravy pofada Mons. Hladik béhem
roku v Ceské misii v Brookfieldu kulturni a vzd&lavaci
akce. Témeér mésicné se konaji spolecenské podniky,
jako jsou zadbavy, besidky, karnevaly, koncerty ¢i
oblibené zahradni pikniky. V Ceské misii sidli Ceska
sobotni skola kardinala Berana, ve které Mons. Hladik
a dal8i vyuduji déti ¢esting, vlastivédé a naboZenstvi.
Populéarni jsou také kurzy ¢estiny pro dospélé. Kazdou
stfedu se v misii schazi klub seniorl a kazdou nedéli
klub mladych rodin.

Zahrnuje pééi o nemocné a nemohouci, obéany Ceské
republiky v nouzi, ¢i poskytovani pomoci prostfednictvim
charitativnich sbirek.

Mons. ThDr. Du$an Hladik has headed the Czech Catholic
Mission of Saints Cyril and Methodius in Chicago

since July 1999. In 2010, Pope Benedict XVI appointed
Father Hladik Chaplain of His Holiness for his merits,
awarding him with the honorary title of Monsignor.

In addition to pastoring activities, Mons. Hladik organises
cultural and educational events at the Czech Mission in
Brookfield. Almost monthly, social events attended by
hundreds of compatriots are held: parties, carnivals, concerts
or popular garden picnics. The Czech Mission hosts Cardinal
Beran’s Czech Saturday School, in which Mons. Hladik
and others teach children Czech, geography and religion.
Czech language courses for adults are popular too. Every
Wednesday, a meeting of the seniors club is held. Young
families meet on Sundays. Mons. Hladik also publishes the
last Czech language magazine in the Chicago area, Voices
of the Nation. This monthly is distributed throughout the
United States, Canada and the world, bringing news from
the homeland and in the compatriot community, information
about church life, Czech culture, history and traditions.

In 2008, a church in Brookfield on the outskirts of Chicago
was purchased on the initiative of Mons. Hladik, with funds
provided by Czech compatriots. Dedicated to all Czech patron
saints, it has replaced the numerous Czech churches in the
Chicago area which have over time come to be used by other
nations. It houses the activities of the Czech Mission led by
Mons. Hladik and of other compatriot organisations. The
facilities are also used to accommodate artists performing
at the Mission’s and the Czech Consulate General in Chicago
events, or to hold meetings of compatriots with official
representatives of the Czech Republic. Mons. Dusan Hladik
also accommodates academics and other guests from
the Czech Republic on their business trips to Chicago.

Mons. Hladik aids the preservation of Czech cultural
heritage, for example by helping to rescue archives of
the disappearing local Czech church and non-church
institutions. He has also published a book on the history
of Czech Catholic churches in the Chicago area.

Humanitarian and charitable work of the Czech Mission
is essential. It includes caring for the sick and infirm, Czech
citizens in need and the provision of assistance through
charitable collections. Since its foundation in 2006, the Czech
Mission has been an important partner for the Consulate
General of the Czech Republic in Chicago. The activities of
Mons. Hladik are not limited to the Chicago area. He also
meets the needs of other Czech compatriot communities in the
United States to the greatest extent possible and currently he
also supports the seriously ill Bishop Petr Esterka in California.

violoncellistou Markem Jerie. Roku 1970 zacala studovat
hru na housle na prazské Akademii muazickych uméni

ve tfidé prof. lvana Strause a pfitom vyborné zvladla éestinu.
Cilevédomé se vénovala ¢eskému repertoaru. Zaméfila

se predevsim na skladby pro housle a klavir od Dvoféaka,
Smetany, Janacka, Suka a Martin(. Stala se ¢lenkou komor-
niho souboru Prazskych komornich sélistd. Kvili svobodné
budoucnosti déti se v roce 1984 rodina vystéhovala do jeji
vlasti, Svycarska.

Martin(, varhanika Jaroslava Tamu, houslistu Jana Mracka,
cimbalistu Jana Rokytu aj. Sté vyroc¢i amrti Antonina
Dvoréka pfipomnéla v roce 2004 soubornym provedenim
jeho klavirnich trii v podani Guarneri tria Prague. S timto
souborem v roli manazerky absolvovala fadu zahrani¢nich
cest po Evropég, témér do vSech zemi Jizni Ameriky,
Japonska nebo Ciny, kde véude propaguje &eskou hudbu.

V srpnu 2014 prevzala Beatrix Jerie jako dal$i ¢estnou
funkci umélecké vedeni Mendelssohnova festivalu,
poradaného jiz od roku 2004 ve Wengen, a okamZzité program
festivalu s velkym tUspé&chem obohatila novou dimenzi ¢eské
hudby a interpretaénim uménim ¢eskych hudebnik.

Manzelé Beatrix a Marek Jerie se oba cely Zivot
zasazuji nejen o propagaci ¢eské hudby, ale dlouhodobé
podporuji i eské interprety a studenty v zahranici.

Beatrix Jerie was born in Basel to paediatrician Karl Schneider
and his art-loving wife Zita. When playing a part of Princess
Libuse in an 8th grade school performance in her eighth grade,
she fell in love with Czech history. During her studies, she met
her lifelong partner, the Czech cellist Mark Jerie. In 1970, she
began studying violin at the Prague Academy of Performing
Arts in the class of Professor Ivan Straus, and soon mastered
the Czech language. She purposefully devoted herself to the
Czech repertoire, focusing mainly on compositions for violin
and piano by Dvorak, Smetana, Janacek, Suk and Martin(.
She became a member of the chamber ensemble of Prague
Chamber Soloists. To ensure a life in freedom for their children,
the family moved to her homeland, Switzerland, in 1984.
Nonetheless, all her three children speak Czech fluently.

In 1986, Beatrix Jerie founded a chamber music series
“Kammermusik um halb acht” (Chamber music at half past
seven) in Basel, a public benefit foundation which is now an
essential part of the city’s cultural life and also an island of
Czech music in Switzerland. Beatrix Jerie holds the honorary
position of its executive and artistic director to this day. Within
this foundation, she has organised over 200 concerts, more
than a third featured Czech artists. In autumn 1988, at the
end of the Smetana Quartet’s career, Beatrix Jerie organised
a farewell concert of this legendary ensemble in seven Swiss
cities. She repeatedly initiated collaborations of Czech and
Swiss artists, giving rise to high-quality Czech-Swiss chamber
ensembles and brought a wide array of the most acclaimed
Czech orchestras, ensembles and musicians to perform in
front of appreciative Swiss audiences: the Czech Chamber
Philharmonic Orchestra Pardubice, the Dvofak Chamber, the
Czech Chamber, the Talich Chamber orchestras, Collegium
1704, Schola Gregoriana Pragensis, the Prazak, Stamic, Vihan
and Martin(i quartets, the organ player Jaroslav Tima, the
violinist Jan Mracek, the cimbalomist Jan Rokyta, etc.

In 2004, she commemorated the centenary of Antonin
Dvorak's death by a collective performance of his piano trios
performed by the Guarneri Trio Prague. As the manager,
she has travelled a number of tours with this ensemble in
Europe, almost all South American countries, Japan and
China, where she has been promoting Czech music.

In August 2014, Beatrix Jerie took over another
honorary post, the artistic leadership of the Mendelssohn
Festival, held in Wengen since 2004, and enriched the
festival’'s programme with the new dimension of Czech
music and the performing art of Czech musicians.

Beatrix and Marek Jerie have both dedicated their lives
to promoting Czech music, while also offering long-term
support to Czech performers and students abroad.

Po pfichodu do Kanady v roce 1968
pracoval na Montrealské Univerzité u vyznamného védce

a akademika Profesora Hanse Selyeho, objevitele stresu.

S nim a s jeho kolektivem publikoval mnoZstvi védeckych
praci a ¢lankt zabyvajicich se prevenci srde¢nich infarktu,
srazeni krve a starnuti v lékarskych odbornych ¢asopisech

Krajanska komunita a kanadské publikum v Torontu
a §ir§im okoli vdé¢i mnohé Milosi Krajnému i vzhledem
k jeho hudebnim aktivitam. V roce 1984 zaloZil Toronto
Mozart Society, kde i nadale ptsobi v dozoréi radé. Plsobil
také jako ¢len spravni rady spole¢nosti Mainly Mozart
Festival (1974-1982), Music Toronto (1989-2002) a North York
Symphony Association (2003-2010). V nedavné minulosti byl
Milo$ Krajny feditelem dozor¢i rady v Toronto Philharmonia
Orchestra, ktera za jeho plUsobeni mj. uvedla i kompletni
cyklus Ma vlast od Bedficha Smetany. Ve vSech téchto
pozicich Milo$ Krajny propagoval ¢eskou klasickou hudbu
a jeji nejvyznamnégjsi autory, dila a soubory. Svou ¢innosti
prubézné prispival ke zviditelriovani ¢eské kultury a uméni.

Jeho nejvyznamnéjsim pocinem bylo v roce 2001
zaloZeni hudebnich vecer(i nazvanych zpocéatku , Nokturna
na Masaryktownu”, pozdéji ,Nokturna ve mésté”.

V roce 2018 u pfilezitosti 100. vyroéi zalozeni CSR byl
Milo$ Krajny iniciatorem, hlavnim organizatorem a sponzo-
rem slavnostniho koncertu v kostele sv. Vaclava v Torontu.
Naplnény spolecensky sal ¢eského kostela sv. Vaclava ocenil
pocin MiloSe Krajného i umélce dlouhotrvajicim potleskem
ve stoje.

Dr Milo$ Krajny is an allergologist. In 1977, he founded his
private practice and is currently treating his patients at two
clinics in Toronto and in Orillia. He served as President of the
Allergy Asthma & Immunology Society of Ontario from 1980
to 1985 and has been the society’s secretary since. He is also
a member of the European Academy of Allergy and Clinical
Immunology, the American Academy of Allergy, Asthma

& Immunology and others. He is the recipient of the Award for
Outstanding Merit in the Treatment of Allergic Patients from
the Allergology Society in 2011 and a Lifetime Membership
from the Ontario Medical Association (2006). After moving to
Canada in 1968, he worked at the University of Montreal with
Professor Hans Selye, a prominent scientist and academic,
the discoverer of stress. With him and his team, he published
a number of scientific papers and articles dealing with the
prevention of heart attacks, blood clotting and ageing.

The compatriot community and the Canadian audience in
Toronto and environs owe much to Milo$ Krajny for his musical
activities. In 1984, he founded the Toronto Mozart Society,
where he continues to serve on the Supervisory Board. He also
served as a board member of Mainly Mozart Festival (1974-
1982), Music Toronto (1989-2002) and North York Symphony
Association (2003-2010). In the recent past, Milo$ Krajny
headed the Supervisory Board at the Toronto Philharmonic
Orchestra, an ensemble that included the complete My
Fatherland series by Bedfich Smetana in its programme. In all
these positions, Milo$ Krajny promoted Czech classical music
and its most important composers, works and ensembles,
contributing to the visibility of Czech culture and art.

His most notable achievement was the establishment of
music events first called “Nocturnes at Masaryktown”, later
called the “Nocturnes in the City”, in 2001. The Nocturnes are
held several times a year at the Masaryktown Hall of the Czech
compatriot community or at the Czech Catholic Church of Saint
Wenceslas. These musical events are an opportunity to hear
the classic works of Czech composers performed by leading
Czech musicians and ensembles. Milo$ Krajny also promotes
outstanding Czech musicians of other genres, especially jazz.
In erally, Milo$ Krajny takes on the organisational, funding
and administrative role, with occasional logistical assistance
from compatriot organisations, the Masaryk Memorial
Institute and the Czech and Slovak Association of Canada.

In 2018, on the occasion of the 100th anniversary of the
establishment of Czechoslovakia, Milo$ Krajny was the initiator,
main organiser and sponsor of the gala concert at the Saint
Wenceslas Church in Toronto. The audience which filled the
church gave Milo$ Krajny and the performers a long standing
ovation.

Dalsi publikace, priblizujici Cesko a jeho kulturu
chorvatskému publiku, vydala z jeho iniciativy a pod jeho
vedenim HCS: Komensky a Chorvati, Cesko klicovou dir-
kou, Ceskd mozaika a chorvatsky preklad Malostranskych
povidek J. Nerudy. M. Lipovac je rovnéz $éfredaktorem
Casopisu Setkani (Susreti), ktery od roku 2011 vydava
v chorvatiting HCS v chorvatéting a do néhoz M. Lipovac
velmi aktivné také prispiva svymi ¢lanky, ve kterych
dokumentuje hlavni udalosti v ¢esko-chorvatské relaci.

Velkou pozornost vénuje Marijan Lipovac pfipominani
vyznamnych mist a osobnosti v ¢esko-chorvatskych vztazich.

Strossmayer, Praha; August Senoa, Praha) i v Chorvatsku
(biskup Duh, Dubrava; Marie Radi¢ova, Zahteb).

HCS a Marijan Lipovac osobné usiluji rovné? o po-
jmenovani ulic a vefejnych prostranstvi po osobnostech
ceskych a chorvatskych déjin. V fijnu 2015 se podafilo
zaradit jméno byvalého prezidenta CR Vaclava Havla
na uzsi seznam osobnosti pro pojmenovani ulic v Zahrebu.
V letech 2012-2013 a 2017 se Marijan Lipovac aktivné
postavil proti ndvrhdm na pfejmenovani Masarykovy ulice
v Zahtebu. Jeho vystoupeni v televiznich debatach a ¢lanky
v mistnich médiich s argumenty a historickymi fakty o TGM
dokazaly ziskat u chorvatské verejnosti vétSinovou podporu
a na politické Urovni témto snaham Uspésné zabranil.

V roce 2018 Marijan Lipovac s HCS a &eskymi krajanskymi
sdruzenimi zorganizovali v chorvatskych méstech cyklus
verejnych prednasek k vyro¢im vztahujicim se k roku 2018
(vznik CSR, Prazské jaro, Mnichovska dohoda, tinor 1948
a vznik samostatné CR) a vystupoval k nim v médiich. Za jeho
spoluautorstvi vydala HCS v tomto roce také t¥i knihy —
politickou biografii Vaclava Havla, knihu o nejslavnéjsim
chorvatském sochati a pfiteli TGM Ivan Mestrovié a Cesi:
priklady chorvatsko-ceské kulturni a politické vzajemnosti
a knihu Cesti Chorvaté — chorvatské stopy v Cesku.

Aktivity Marijana Lipovace svéd¢i o zietelné dokladaji
jeho upfimny a cilevédomy zajem o Ceskou republiku.

Mr Marijan Lipovac, president of the Croatian-Czech Society
(CCS), has been consistently contributing to the promo-
tion of the good name of the Czech Republic abroad.

His interest in the Czech Republic, its history and relations
with Croatia already showed during his studies at the Faculty of
Arts of the University of Zagreb where he specialised in Czech
history, language and literature. Since 2005 he has been engaged
in research in the field of Czech-Croatian relations (in addition
to his work in the Public Relations and Media Office of the
Croatian Academy of Sciences and Arts, previously he worked
as a journalist),. In addition to a large number of articles, five
books date from this period: Bishop Duh (2006), Bishop Josip
Salac (2009, co-author Vaclav Herout), Czechs to Zagreb-Zagreb
to Czechs (2009, co-author Frana Vondracek), Czech National
House in Zagreb (2012, co-author Jifi Bahnik) and Croatian-
Czech Society, first 25 years (2017, co-author Vlatka Banek).

Under Mr Lipovac'’s leadership the CCS has issued
other publications that bring the Czechia and its culture
to the Croatian audience: Comenius and the Croats,

Czechia through a Keyhole, Czech Mosaic and the Croatian
translation of Lesser Town Tales by Jan Neruda.

Since 2011, the CCS has been publishing a Croatian
language magazine Encounters (Susreti), to which
Mr Lipovac, its editor-in-chief and contributes articles
on the main events in Czech-Croatian relations.

Mr Lipovac is committed to commemorating important places
and personalities in Czech-Croatian relations. Thanks to the
Croatian-Czech Society, commemorative plaques or memorials
were unveiled both in the Czech Republic (Vladimir Prelog, Prague;
Stjepan Radi¢, Prague; Andrija Mohorovici¢, Prague; Josip Jeladi¢,
Napajedla; Nikola Tesla, Prague; Nikola Subi¢ Zrinski, Jindfichtv
Hradec; Josip Juraj Strossmayer, Prague; August Senoa, Prague)
and in Croatia (Bishop Duh, Dubrava; Marie Radi¢, Zagreb).

The CCS and Mr Lipovac also personally strive to name
the streets and public spaces after the personalities of Czech
and Croatian history. In October 2015, the name of the former
Czech President Vaclav Havel, was included in a shortlist of
street names in Zagreb. In the years 2012-2013 and 2017,

Mr Lipovac actively opposed the proposals for renaming
Masaryk Street in Zagreb. His strong arguments in television
debates and his articles full of historical facts about President
Masaryk gained majority support amongst the Croatian public
and successfully prevented these efforts at the political level.

In 2018, Mr Lipovac with the CCSociety and Czech compatriot
associations organised a series of public lectures on the 2018
anniversaries (establishment of Czechoslovakia, Prague Spring,
Munich Agreement, February 1948 and the establishment of the
independent Czech Republic) in a number of Croatian cities and
spoke about them in the media. This year he was the co-author
of three books published by the CCS - the political biography of
Vaclav Havel, a book about the most famous Croatian sculptor and
a friend of T. G. Masaryk entitled /van Mestrovic¢ and the Czechs:
examples of Croatian-Czech cultural and political reciprocity and
the book Czech Croats - Croatian Tracks in the Czech Republic.

The activities of Marijan Lipovac clearly demonstrate his
sincere and purposeful commitment to the Czech Republic.

Piro Milkani se narodil v Korge v Albanii. Zde také vystudoval
stfedni §kolu. Filmovou a televizni fakultu Akademie muzic-
kych uméni v Praze (FAMU) ukonéil v roce 1960 absolvent-
skym filmem Nenavist. Po navratu do Albanie pracoval

v letech 1961-1967 jako kameraman noveé vzniklého tiranského
Ministudia. Od roku 1967 dodnes pUsobi jako filmovy reZisér,
scénérista a producent. Z ¢estiny do albanstiny preloZil
HrabalGv roman Obsluhoval jsem anglického krale a auto-
biografii M. Formana Co ja vim? V letech 1998-2002, v neleh-
ké dobé kosovské krize, se vratil do Prahy v pozici mimofad-
ného a zplnomocnéného velvyslance Albanské republiky.

Piro Milkani patfi v sou€asnosti k nejuznavanéjsim
albanskym filmovym rezisérim. V povédomi publika je pevné
ukotveno jak jeho jméno, tak i fakt, Ze studoval v 60. letech
na prazské FAMU, ¢imZ vyrazné pomaha §ifit slavu ceské
filmarské skoly. Diky préatelstvi s fadou osobnosti ¢eského
filmu zajigtuje ucast zastupcu Eeské kinematografie na letnim
filmovém festivalu v Durrésu. V roce 2011 ucast Jifiho
Menzela, v roce 2012 MiloSe Formana. Prostfednictvim
skype-konference poradané béhem galavecera na zavér
festivalu hovofil Piro Milkani s MiloSem Formanem ¢esky,
nebot dodnes ovlada ¢estinu na brilantni Grovni. V roce
2014 se festivalu zucastnili reZisér J. Hrebejk a herecka
A. Geislerova. Pan Milkani pravidelné asistuje reziséram
a filmovym umélcm navstévujicim Albanii a tlumodi jejich
rozhovory pro média. Naposledy v zafi 2015 tlumocil reZisérce
Olze Sommerové na mezinarodnim filmovém festivalu
vénovanému lidskym pravam. Na velikonoéni pondéli dne
28. biezna 2016 zorganizoval ve filmové akademii Marubi
promitani nové digitalizované verze filmu Obecna skola, tedy
v den 80. narozenin scénaristy a herce Zdernka Svéraka.

V rodné Albanii ma reZisér na svém konté pres dvacet
hranych filmu, k fadé z nich napsal scénar, nebo filmy
produkoval a ve tfech se objevil i jako herec. K jeho filmografii
patfi mj. Gadhnjim mbi vdekjen (Vitézstvi nad smrti, 1967),
Pérse bie kjo daulle (Pro¢ bubny rachoti, 1969), Kur zbardhi
njé dité (Tenkrat za svitani, 1971), Shtigje té Luftés (Stezky
valky, 1974), Zonja nga qyteti (Pani z mésta, 1976), Ballé
pér ballé (Tvafri v tvar, 1979), Nje shoge nga fshati (Pritel
z venkova, 1980), Fraktura (Zlom, 1983), Eja! (Pojd!, 1987).

V roce 2006 natocil spolu se synem Enem historicky prvni
gesko-albansky koprodukéni film Smutek pani Snajderové dle
vlastniho scénare s autobiografickymi prvky. Jde o pfibéh tfi
posluchadu prazské FAMU, ktefi v Sedesatych letech nataceji
v Ceském Sternberku sviij absolventsky film. Je mezi nimi
i mlady albansky kameraman, kterého uprostied nataceni
zastihne nafizeni albanskych politickych kruht, Ze se v§ichni
Albanci studujici v zahrani¢i musi neodkladné vratit do vlasti.

Piro Milkani dustojné §ifi jméno ceské kinematografie
nejen v Albanii, ale v celém balkdnském regionu. V pozici
velvyslance se velkou mérou zaslouZil o prohloubeni vyni-
kajicich ¢esko-albanskych vztaht, nejen v oblasti kultury.

Piro Milkani was born in Korca, Albania, where he also complet-
ed his secondary education. He graduated from the Film and TV
School of the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague (FAMU)
in 1960 with the graduation film named Hate. After returning to
Albania, he worked as a cameraman for the newly established
Ministudio in Tirana in 1961-1967. Since 1967, he has been
working as a film director, screenwriter and producer to this
day. He translated Hrabal’s novel | Served the King of England
and the autobiography of Milo§ Forman What Do | Know? from
Czech to Albanian. From 1998 to 2002, during the difficult times
of the Kosovo crisis, he returned to Prague as Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of the Republic of Albania.

Piro Milkani is currently one of the most respected Albanian
film directors. Both his name and the fact that he studied at
FAMU in Prague in the 1960s is firmly anchored in public aware-
ness, which adds to the promotion and fame of the Czech film
school. Thanks to his friendship with a number of Czech film
personalities, he succeeds in ensuring the participation of Czech
filmmakers at the International Film Summerfest of Durrés,
for instance Jifi Menzel in 2011 and Milo$ Forman in 2012. In
a skype conference call held during the gala evening at the end
of the festival he spoke with Milo§ Forman in excellent Czech.
In 2014, the festival was attended by the director Jan Hrebejk
and the actress Anna Geislerova. Mr Milkani regularly assists
directors and film artists visiting Albania and he interprets
their media interviews. In September 2015, he interpreted
for the film director Olga Sommerova during her visit to the
international film festival dedicated to human rights. On Easter
Monday, March 28, 2016 on the occasion of the 80" birthday
of the screenwriter and actor Zdenék Svérak, he organised
a screening of the newly digitized version of The Elementary
School film at the Academy of Film and Multimedia Marubi.

In his native Albania, the director has made more
than twenty feature films, he has produced and written
screenplays for several of them and appeared in three as
an actor. His filmography includes Gadhnjim mbi vdekjen
(Victory over Death, 1967), Pérse bie kjo daulle (Why Drums
Rumble, 1969), Kur zbardhi njé dité (Back Then at the Dawn,
1971), Shtigje té Luftés (War Trails, 1974), Zonja nga qyteti
(The Gentlemen from the City, 1976), Ballé pér ballé (Face
to Face, 1979), Nje shoge nga fshati (A Friend from the
Country, 1980), Fracture (Break, 1983), Eja! (Come!,1987).

In 2006, he and his son Eno made the first ever Czech-
Albanian co-production film called the Mourning of Mrs
Snajderova, based on his own script with autobiographical
elements. It is the story of three students at Prague’s FAMU
who are shooting their graduation film in Cesky Sternberk
in the 1960s. One of them is a young Albanian cameraman
who, in the middle of the film shoot, finds an order from the
Albanian political circles stating that all Albanians studying
abroad must immediately return to their homeland.

Piro Milkani promotes the name of the Czech
cinematography not only in Albania but in the whole Balkan
region. As an ambassador, he has greatly contributed to the
excellent relations between the Czech Republic and Albania,
not only in the field of culture.

Persko-cesky slovnik (2002), ktery byl ocenén Svazem ceskych
tlumocénik( a prekladatelt za slovnik roku 2002 na Kniznim
veletrhu v Praze Cestnym uznanim, Cesko-perskou konverzaci
(2002), Perskou ¢&itanku (2013) a Perskou gramatiku (2007).

V roce 2005 aZ 2006 byl $éfredaktorem &tvrtletniku
Bustan, ktery vychéazel v ceském jazyce a ¢astecné v per-
§ting. Obsahem byly zpravy a ¢lanky o kulturnim déni
v Ceské republice tykajici se iranu a o jeho historii.

Nadale se vénuje prekladtim Eeské literatury do perstiny;
knihy vydava v iranu, &imz vyznamné pfrispivéa k poznavani
ceské literarni a divadelni tvorby v této zemi. K jeho pre-
kladtim patfi: Jan Kolar ,,Na vinach revoluce aneb v zemi
véénych ohina”, lvan Klima , Kostlivec pod kobercem”

a ,Moje nebezpecné vylety”, Vaclav Havel ,Horsky hotel”,

V soucasnosti pfipravuje almanach ¢eskych spisovatelu,
jejichz tvorba se dotykala Iranu a jejich? dila byla do perstiny
preloZena. Pracuje na rozsahlém archivu ¢esko-iranskych
literarnich a primyslovych vztah(. Zajimé se rovnéz
o loutkarskou tvorbu, pfipravuje projekt o Tomasi Batkovi,
Cechovi, ktery polozil zaklady moderniho loutkafstvi v iranu.
Organizuje kulturni seminare a vystavy, naposledy Vystavu
prekladi ceskych autor( do perstiny v Narodni knihovné
v Klementinu a seminar Vdclav Havel v novodobém irénském
literdrnim a divadelnim svété v Knihovné Vaclava Havla.
Vyznamné se podili na kulturnich akcich Velvyslanectvi
CR v Teheranu, naposledy pfi pfipravé a organizaci vystav
k oslavam 100. vyrogi — 12 svétii a TAPO 9010 v Iranském
muzeu grafického uméni v Teheranu. Dr. Reza Mirchi béhem
svého dlouhodobého puisobenim vyznamné pfispél k vza-
jemnému poznavani a priblizovani ¢eské a iranské kultury
v oblasti literatury, divadelni tvorby, Skolstvi a jazyka.

Mr Reza Mirchi was born on April 18, 1947, in Tehran, Iran. After
completion of his studies, he received a government scholarship
from Czechoslovakia and graduated from the University of
Chemistry and Technology in Prague. In 1982, he obtained the
degree of Candidate of Sciences. For many years, he worked

at the Research Institute of Food Industry and at the National
Radiation Protection Institute in Prague, where he participated

in many research projects, including international ones, the
results of which appeared in prestigious scientific publications.

In addition to his professional activities, he devoted his
attention to culture and its development in Czech-Iranian
relations and to giving the Czech students insight into the
Persian language, which he taught at the Faculty of Arts of
Charles University and at Prague’s Language School. In 1995,
he founded his own publishing house, Pardis, in Prague, to
bring the Persian culture and language closer to students and
the interested public. Pardis celebrated its 20" anniversary in
2015. Its publications include The First Czech-Persian Dictionary
(1996), a Persian Script textbook and writing exercise book (1998,
2013), (The First) Persian-Czech Dictionary (2002), which was
awarded a Certificate of Merit as the dictionary of the year 2002
by the Union of Interpreters and Translators at the Book Fair in
Prague, a Czech-Persian conversation handbook (2002), a Persian
reading book (2013) and a Persian grammar book (2007).

In 2005-2006 he was the editor-in-chief of the quarterly
magazine called Bustan, published in Czech and partly
in Persian, with news and articles on cultural events in
the Czech Republic relating to Iran and its history.

He significantly contributes to public awareness of Czech
literature and theatre in Iran, publishing books and translating
Czech literature into Persian. His translations include Jan Kolaf's
“On the Waves of the Revolution, or in the Land of Eternal Fires”,
Ivan Klima'’s “Skeleton Under the Carpet” and “My Dangerous
Trips”, Vaclav Havel’s books “Mountain Hotel”, “Temptation”
and the plays “Leaving”, “Audience” and “Guardian Angel”,
Radek Maly’s and Renata Fucikova’s “Franz Kafka — Man of His
Time and Our Own” and Franz Kafka’s “Letters to Parents”.

He is currently preparing an anthology of Czech writers
whose work concerns Iran and has been translated into Persian,
and he works on an extensive archive of Czech-Iranian literary
and industrial relations. He is interested in puppetry, prepares
a project about Tomas Batka, a Czech who laid the foundations
for modern puppetry in Iran. He organises cultural seminars
and exhibitions, like an Exhibition of translations of Czech
authors into Persian in the National Library at Klementinum
and a seminar Vdclav Havel in the modern Iranian literary
and theatre world at the Vaclav Havel Library. He participates
in the cultural events of the Czech Embassy in Tehran, most
recently in the preparation and organisation of exhibitions to
celebrate its 100" anniversary — 12 Worlds and TAPO 9010 at
the Iranian Museum of Graphic Design in Tehran.Through his
long-term work Dr Reza Mirchi has significantly contributed
to the mutual awareness of Czech and Iranian culture in
the field of literature, theatre education and language.

Dusan Robert Pafizek ziskal v roce 1968 cenu pro mladé
dramatiky Svazu ¢eskoslovenskych spisovateld za divadelni
hru Labyrint. TéhoZ roku byla hra zasahem cenzury sta-
Zena z repertoaru Narodniho divadla v Brné. V roce 1973,
béhem pracovniho pobytu ve Vidni, byl v nepfitomnosti
odsouzen komunistickym reZimem. Rozhodl se pro exil a Zil
ve Svycarsku, Rakousku, Nizozemsku a Némecku. Pracoval
na festivalech, divadelnich scénach v Rakousku, Némecku,
Italii, Francii, Belgii, Nizozemi a Svycarsku. Pro ORF Wien
natocil televizni film ,,Je nerovnost osudem? /Ist Ungleichheit
Schicksal?” ktery byl v roce 1977 vyznamenan hlavni

cenou na konferenci HABITAT v kanadském Vancouveru.

Na podporu Charty 77 zaloZil Dusan Robert Pafizek v roce
1977 v Mnichové Eeskoslovensko-némeckou iniciativu umélct
,Dé&dictvi a budoucnost”. Iniciativa si dala za cil odstrariovat
predsudky vzniklé na zékladé tragickych udéalosti v minulosti
a slouzit kulturnimi akcemi sblizeni mezi Cechy a Némci. Se
sochafem Otto H. Hajkem realizoval ¢esko-némecka setkani.
V roce 1977 zalozil Z&mecké hry a divadlo v Ellwangenu
a méstské divadlo v Aalen (Baden-Wuerttemberg). KaZzdoro¢né
zde realizoval mezinarodni divadelni prehlidku a , Letni
akademie” - dilny mezinarodnich divadelnich a vytvarnych
akademii, kde mj. pusobila fada ¢eskych exilovych umélcua,
teologu a Zurnalistl. V roce 1980 se stal ¢lenem spolku
Adalberta Stiftera v Mnichové. Po roce 1990 prenesl aktivity
¢esko-némeckého kulturniho usmifovani v ramci projektu
Dédictvi a budoucnost a za spoluprace se spolkem Adalberta
Stiftera i do své rodné zemé. V letech 1991-2003 poradala tato
iniciativa pravidelné divadelni pfedstaveni a scénicka ¢teni,
podiové diskuze (s ceskymi a némeckymi zastupci kultury, poli-
tiky a cirkve), tématické koncerty na téma smireni, tolerance
a odpusténi z dél ceskych a némeckych skladateld, symposia
a spole¢né vystavy ¢eskych a némeckych umélct. Pro projekt
Dédictvi a budoucnost napsal Dusan Robert Pafizek dle
disputu Jana z Teplé melodram o lasce a poslednich vécech
¢lovéka ,Orac a Smrt”. Od roku 1996 je ¢lenem Eeského
PEN-Klubu. Prezident Vaclav Havel vyjadfil u prileZitosti vzniku
a uzavieni smluv o ¢esko-némeckych vztazich v roce 1997
iniciativé Dédictvi a budoucnost své podékovani ,,za vyznam-
nou pomoc pfi prekonavani vzajemné nedlvéry mezi obéma
narody” a oznadil ji jako , Uspé&Snou diplomacii malych krok@”.
Zavérecnou akcei kulturniho projektu Dédictvi a budoucnost
v Ceské republice byla svétova premiéra komorni opery
,Orac a Smrt” 26. ledna 2003 ve Statni opefe v Praze.

V roce 2001 zalozil Dusan Robert Pafizek Festival ¢eského
uméni a kultury Praha-Berlin, ktery je ztélesnénim partnerstvi
hlavnich mést v kulturni oblasti. Némeckému publiku pred-
stavil desitky divadelnich inscenaci, filmu, koncert(, vystav
a multimedialnich projekta. Dusan Robert Pafizek vyznamné
pfispiva k budovani dobrého jména ¢eské kultury v Némecku
a k rozvoji upfimného, otevieného ¢esko-némeckého dialogu.

In 1968, Dusan Robert Parizek received a prize for young
playwrights from the Czechoslovak Union of Writers for his
play Labyrinth. In the same year, the censors had the play
withdrawn from the repertoire of the National Theatre in
Brno. In 1973, during his stay in Vienna, he was sentenced
in absentia by the Communist regime. He opted for emigra-
tion and lived in Switzerland, Austria, the Netherlands and
Germany. He worked at festivals and theatres in Austria,
Germany, ltaly, France, Belgium, the Netherlands and
Switzerland. His TV film “Is Inequality Fate? / Ist Ungleichheit
Schicksal?” made for the ORF Wien was awarded the main
prize at the HABITAT conference in Vancouver in 1977.

In support of Charter 77, Dusan Robert Pafizek founded the
Czechoslovak-German artists’ initiative “Heritage and the Future”
in Munich in 1977. The aim of this initiative was to counter the
prejudices arising from the tragic events in the past and to use
cultural events to bring Czechs and Germans closer together.
With the sculptor Otto H. Hajek, he organised Czech-German
meetings. In 1977, he founded the Castle Plays, the Theatre in
Ellwangen and the City Theatre in Aalen (Baden-Wuerttemberg).
Every year, he organised an international theatre show and the
“Summer Academy”- workshops of international theatre and
art academies, where, amongst others, he featured a number
of Czech exile artists, theologians and journalists. In 1980, he
became a member of the Adalbert Stifter Association in Munich.
After 1990, he transferred the activities of his Heritage and
the Future project for Czech-German cultural reconciliation,
in cooperation with the Adalbert Stifter Association, to his
homeland. Between 1991-2003, this initiative held regular
theatrical performances and public readings, stage discussions
(with Czech and German representatives of culture, politics and
the Church), thematic concerts for reconciliation, tolerance and
forgiveness presenting works by Czech and German composers,
symposia and joint exhibitions of Czech and German artists. For
the Heritage and the Future project, Mr. Pafizek wrote a melo-
drama about love and the last things of man “Ploughman and
Death” based on the poem of the same name by Johannes von
Tepl. Since 1996, he has been a member of the Czech PEN Club.
On the occasion of the conclusion of treaties on Czech-German
relations in 1997, President Vaclav Havel expressed his gratitude
to the Heritage and the Future initiative for its “great help in
overcoming mutual distrust between the two nations”, describ-
ing it as “successful diplomacy of small steps”. The final event of
the Heritage and the Future cultural project in the Czech Republic
was the world premiere of the chamber opera “Ploughman and
Death” on January 26, 2003, in the State Opera in Prague.

In 2001, Dusan Robert Patizek founded the Festival of Czech
Art and Culture Prague-Berlin, which embodies the partnership
of the two capital cities in the cultural field. The festival of Czech
art and culture has enriched the cultural life in the capital city of
Berlin and other German cities, presenting dozens of theatre per-
formances, films, concerts, exhibitions and multimedia projects
to the German audiences. Mr. Patizek contributes significantly
to building the good name of Czech culture in Germany and
to developing a sincere and open Czech-German dialogue.

Varsavské smlouvy do Ceskoslovenska Vyslanectvi navzdory
pocatecni jiné instrukci z Vidné bez preruseni pokracovalo
ve vystavovani viz ¢eskoslovenskym ob&anim. V prosinci
1968 se pocet vystavenych viz jiz pohyboval okolo 100 tisic.

Zminéné rozhodnuti Vyslanectvi mélo v kritickém
okamziku nasich déjin pro ¢eskoslovenské obcany
neocenitelnou faktickou i symbolickou hodnotu a uprostied
Studené valky pomohlo znovu sbliZit oba narody rozdélené
~Zeleznou oponou”. Tento moment pfipomnél Karl
Peterlik stovkdm vybranych hostt spole¢enského vecera,
ktery Velvyslanectvi Ceské republiky ve Vidni uspofadalo
na videriské Radnici v rdmci vzpominkového roku 2018
u pfilezitosti 50. vyroci roku 1968 jako podékovani Rakousku
za vstficnost projevenou vaéi ¢eskym emigrantiim.

Karl Peterlik je osobnost, ktera pozitivnim zplsobem
ovlivnila osud nasich obéant a pomohla sblizit oba narody,
a proto mu je udélena Cena Gratias agit symbolicky pravé
v roce 2019, kdy si pfipominame 30.vyroc¢i obnoveni
demokracie a svobody.

Karl Peterlik was the “number three” at the Embassy

of the Republic of Austria in Prague in 1968. After the
invasion of the Warsaw Pact troops into Czechoslovakia,

the Embassy continued to issue visas to Czechoslovak
citizens, despite the initial contrary instructions from Vienna.
By December 1968, it had issued around 100,000 visas.

The Embassy’s decision had invaluable, both practical
and symbolic, importance for Czechoslovak citizens at the
critical moment of our history and it helped bring together
the two nations divided by the “Iron Curtain” in the midst of
the Cold War. Karl Peterlik recalled these moments during
a speech to hundreds of guests at a social event at the
Vienna City Hall, organised by the Embassy of the Czech
Republic in Vienna on the occasion of the 50th anniversary
of 1968, in the commemorative year 2018, as a thank you to
Austria for the helping hand offered to Czech emigrants.

Karl Peterlik has positively influenced the fate of our
citizens and helped bring the two nations together and
therefore he receives the Gratias Agit Award symbolically
in 2019 when we commemorate the 30th anniversary
of the restoration of democracy and freedom.
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Mark Podwal se narodil v roce 1945 v Brooklynu. Vystudoval
Queens College na CUNY (bakalafsky titul) a nasledné ziskal
titul MD na NYU. Od roku 1974 pusobil jako dermatolog
se soukromou praxi, ale rovnéz pfi NYU Medical Center.

Jiz od roku 1971 se v8ak intenzivné vénoval umélecké
tvorbé. Jeho ilustrace vychéazely v prednich periodikach
(v€etné The New York Times) a jako doprovodné ilustrace
fady knih, pficemz Mark Podwal sam je autorem mnoha
publikaci pro déti i dospélé. Mezi nejvyznamnéjsi knihy s jeho
ilustracemi patfi bezesporu publikace Elieho Wiesela ,, Golem”
(1983). Dvé Podwalovy knihy, ,Stavéno andély — pfibéh
staronové synagogy” (2009) a ,Zidovsky bestiar” (2016), byly
pielozeny do &eského jazyka. Siroky zabér jeho aktivit véak
potvrzuje i fakt, Ze je autorem navrha Zlaté medaile Kongresu
USA ¢i autorem tapiserii — opon umisténych ve Staronové
synagoze v Praze a v nedavno zrestaurované synagoze
v Brné. Motivy Podwalovych ilustraci jsou ¢asto spjaty
s zidovskou historii Prahy, fada jeho dél s Zidovskymi motivy
je soucasti sbirek vyznamnych svétovych muzei a galerii, napft.
v newyorském Metropolitnim muzeu ¢i v celé fadé Zidovskych
muzei (véetné newyorského, berlinského, videriského
a prazského). V roce 2005 vytvofilo newyorské Metropolitni
muzeum pro vystavu ,Praha: koruna Cech” reprodukce
Podwalovych ilustraci. Je rovnéz autorem a koproducentem
dokumentu o starém prazském Zidovském hibitové. Ceska
televize rovnéz produkovala dal$i dva Podwalovy dokumenty.
Podwalav cyklus ,Mozart a Praha” byl vystaven spolu
s Mozartovymi rukopisy i v prazského Klementinu, Mark
Podwal je rovnéz autorem pohlednic pro Narodni divadlo
vychazejicich z motivii Mozartova Dona Giovanniho.

Generalni konzulat CR v New Yorku se rozhodl predloZit
nominaci doktora Marka Podwala na cenu Gratias Agit 2019
na zakladé opakovanych doporuéeni vyznamnych osobnosti
a instituci. Vzhledem k rozsahu jeho dila (ve vyznamu jak
kvantitativnim, tak multiZanrovém) a faktu, Ze tematika
Zidovské Prahy figuruje v fadé jeho dél, pan Podwal dle
néazoru generdlniho konzulatu rozhodné dlouhodobé prispiva
k sifeni povédomi o Ceské republice a jeji (nejen Zidovské)
tradici, kultufe a historii, a to nejen ve Spojenych statech
americkych. Jeho spolupracovnici rovnéz vysoce hodnoti fakt,
7e Mark Podwal podporoval vétsinu projektt spjatych s historii
Ceské republiky a Prahy nezi$tné a naopak byl schopen pro
projekty zajistit potfebné financovani skrze své kontakty.

Mark Podwal was born in 1945 in Brooklyn. He graduated
from Queens College at the City University of New
York (bachelor’s degree) and subsequently earned his
master’s degree from New York University. From 1974, he
worked as a dermatologist with his own private practice,
but also at New York University Medical Center.

However, since 1971, he has been intensely involved
in artistic work. His illustrations were published in leading
periodicals (including The New York Times) and as
accompanying illustrations of many books. Mark Podwal
himself is an author of many publications for children and
adults. One of the most important books with his illustrations
is undoubtedly “Golem” by Elie Wiesel (1983). Two of
Podwal’s books, “Built by Angels — The Story of the Old-New
Synagogue” (2009) and “A Jewish Bestiary” (2016), have been
translated into Czech. The fact that he is both the author of
the designs of the Congressional Gold Medal and the author
of tapestries — curtains for the Old-New Synagogue in Prague
and in the recently restored synagogue in Brno — shows how
wide the range of his activities is. The motifs of Podwal'’s
illustrations are often linked to the Jewish history of Prague,
and many of his works with Jewish motifs being a part of
the collections of major world museums and galleries, such
as the New York Metropolitan Museum and a number of
Jewish museums (including New York, Berlin, Vienna and
Prague). In 2005, the New York Metropolitan Museum created
reproductions of Podwal’s illustrations for the exhibition
“Prague: The Crown of Bohemia”. He is the author and co-
producer of a documentary about the Old Jewish Cemetery in
Prague and two of his other documentaries were produced by
the Czech Television. Podwal’s cycle “Mozart and Prague” was
exhibited together with Mozart’s manuscripts in Clementinum,
Prague. Mark Podwal is also the author of postcards for the
National Theatre based on motifs from Mozart’s Don Giovanni.

The Consulate General of the Czech Republic in New York
has decided to nominate Dr Mark Podwal for Gratias Agit
2019 on the basis of repeated recommendations of prominent
figures and institutions. In view of the scale of his work (in
both quantitative and multi-genre terms) and the fact that the
themes of Jewish Prague appear in a number of his works,
Mr Podwal, in the Consulate’s opinion, definitely contributes
to spreading the awareness of the Czech Republic and its
(not only Jewish) tradition, culture and history, not only in
the United States of America. His colleagues also highly
appreciate the fact that Mark Podwal has supported most of
the projects related to the history of the Czech Republic and
Prague selflessly and, conversely, has been able to provide
the necessary funding for the projects through his contacts.






Bohdan Pomahat je ¢esky plasticky chirurg Zijici a pusobici
ve Spojenych statech americkych. V roce 2011 se stal
prvnim plastickym chirurgem, ktery na izemi USA proved|
kompletni transplantaci obli¢eje (jednalo se o druhou
kompletni transplantaci obli¢eje na svété). V soucasnosti
plisobi na Brigham and Women's Hospital v Bostonu a je
profesorem na Harvard Medical School. Dnes je povazovan
za predniho svétového plastického chirurga, kterému je
pfipisovan vyznamny posun v dané oblasti mediciny.
Bohdan Pomahac¢ se narodil v roce 1971 v Ostravé.
Vystudoval Lékarskou fakultu Univerzity Palackého
v Olomouci, béhem studia vykonal stdZ v americkém Bostonu.
Od roku 1996 pUlsobi jako chirurg v bostonské
Brigham and Women’s Hospital. Ackoliv transplantace
obli¢eje nebyla béhem studia a prvnich let vykonu
mediciny predmétem jeho zajmu, od roku 2004 se
této oblasti zacal intenzivné vénovat. V roce 2007
je jmenovan do cela popaleninového traumacentra
Brigham and Women's Hospital a tamtéz ve stejném
roce rovnéz zaklada centrum transplantace obliceje.
V roce 2009 uskutecnil druhou ¢aste¢nou
transplantaci obli¢eje v USA (a sedmou na svété).
Diky uspésné Pomahacoveé transplantaci obdrzela
nemocnice grant od Ministerstva obrany USA ve vysi
3,4 milionu USD na rozvoj transplantaci obliceje.
V roce 2011 pak provedl Bohdan Pomaha¢ prvni
kompletni transplantaci obli¢eje na tzemi USA.
V soucasnosti je vedoucim chirurgie v bostonské
Brigham and Women'’s Hospital (Roberta and Stephen
R. Weiner Distinguished Chair in Surgery) a feditelem
oddéleni plastickych transplantaci tamtéz. V roce 2017
byl zafazen na seznam prednich |ékarl v Zebricku Castle
Connoly America’s Top Doctors, od roku 2011 do 2018
ziskal kaZzdoro¢né ocenéni Boston Magazine Top Doctor.
Bohdan Pomahac je ¢asto zvan na predni Iékarské
konference (véetné nékolikanasobného prispévku
na Congress of Future Medical Leaders). Ve volném
case se vénuje tenisu, yachtingu a lyZzovani.
Pan Pomahac¢ se pfi rozlicnych pfilezitostech hlasi
ke svym ceskym kofentim vcéetné pfipominani faktu,
Ze vystudoval Lékarskou fakultu Univerzity Palackého
v Olomouci, ¢imZ se vyrazné podili na Sifeni dobrého
jména ceské mediciny ve svété (v Olomouci byla
provedena v roce 1905 prvni transplantace lidského organu
na svété). Aktivné se zapojuje rovnéz do akci porfadanych
Generalnim konzuladtem v New York (naposledy napfiklad
aktivni ucast na konferenci spolupofadané magazinem
Forbes s titulem , 100 + 100 ¢esko-slovenskych inovaci”
v zafi 2018, kde byl jednim z hlavnich Ffe¢nika).

Bohdan Pomahac is a Czech plastic surgeon living

and working in the United States. In 2011, he became
the first plastic surgeon to perform complete facial
transplantation in the United States (it was the second
complete face transplantation in the world). He currently
works at Brigham and Women's Hospital in Boston and
is a professor at Harvard Medical School. Today, he is
considered one of the world’s leading plastic surgeons,
credited with a significant shift in this field of medicine.

Bohdan Pomaha¢ was born in 1971 in Ostrava. He
graduated from the Faculty of Medicine of Palacky
University in Olomouc. During his studies, he
completed an internship in Boston, United States.

Since 1996, he has been a surgeon at Brigham and
Women'’s Hospital, Boston. Although not interested in facial
transplantation during his studies and the first years of
medical practice, since 2004 he has become active in this
field. In 2007, he was became head of the Trauma and Burn
Center at Brigham and Women'’s Hospital, where, in the
same year, he also established a facial transplant centre.

In 2009, he performed the second partial facial
transplantation in the United States (and the seventh
in the world). Thanks to the successful transplantation
by Dr Pomahag, the hospital received a grant of USD
3.4 million from the US Department of Defense to develop
facial transplants. In 2011, Bohdan Pomaha¢ performed the
first complete facial transplantation in the United States.

He is currently Head of Surgery at Brigham and
Women's Hospital in Boston (Roberta and Stephen
R. Weiner Distinguished Chair in Surgery) and Director
of Plastic Surgery Transplantation. In 2017, he was
included in the Castle Connolly America’s Top Doctors
listings and from 2011 to 2018 he was annually honoured
with the Boston Magazine Top Doctors recognition.

Bohdan Pomahac is often invited to leading
medical conferences (including multiple contributions
to Congress of Future Medical Leaders). In his free
time, he enjoys tennis, yachting and skiing.

On various occasions, Mr Pomahac¢ declares his Czech
roots, including the fact that he graduated from the Faculty
of Medicine of Palacky University in Olomouc. He thereby
significantly contributes to promoting the good name
of Czech medicine in the world (the first human organ
transplantation in the world was carried out in Olomouc in
1905). He is also actively involved in the events organised
by the Consulate General in New York (for example his
active participation in a conference co-organised by Forbes
magazine named “100 + 100 Czech-Slovak Innovations” in
September 2018, where he was one of the main speakers).
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Prof. Verita Sriratana je v thajskych podminkach zcela
vyjimeé&nou osobnosti $ifici dobré jméno o CR a snaZici se
zvysit obecné povédomi o ni, V4 a stiedni Evropé. V dané
CR a stfedni Evropu do pozornosti nejen akademické

i soukromého sektoru. Je feditelkou doktorandského
Programu evropskych studii na Chulalongkorn

University v Bangkoku a byla i zastupkyni reditelky
Centra pro evropska studia na téZze univerzité.

Osobni iniciativa a pfispéni prof. Verity Sriratana byly
jednémi z rozhodujicich faktorud (az zakladni podminkou)
pro zfizeni nejen Sekce stfedo- a vychodoevropskych
studii Centra pro evropska studia, ale i projektu spoluprace
Chulalongkorn University se zemémi V4. Podobné
prosadila v daném ramci navazani uzsi spoluprace
s Anglo-americkou univerzitou v Praze, vé. podepsani MoU
o spolupréaci, a to s jako prvni stfedoevropskou univerzitou.
Tak vyrazné prosazeni ¢eského a stfedoevropského prvku
do &innosti a struktur Chulalongkorn University je o to
srovnatelnou v nasich podminkéach s Univerzitou Karlovou.

Kromé své domovské univerzity prof. Verita
Sriratana propaguje a prezentuje CR a jeji kulturu
na fadé dal$ich univerzit a for v Thajsku i zahraniéi.

Jako pfiklad Ize kromé mnoha odbornych konferenci
uvést Thammasat University, Chiang Mai University,
Kasetsart University, University of Sydney, Maria Curie-
-Sklodowska University nebo University of Zurich.

Ve své ¢innosti se prof. Verita Sriratana vénuje predevsim
prezentaci Sirokého spektra nasi literatury — kromé
seznamovani vefejnosti s dily Kafky, Hrabala, Kundery,
Havla nebo Viewegha preloZila jako prvni do thajstiny
Hrabalovu P¥ili$ hluénou samotu nebo Svejka pro divadelni
zpracovani. Vénuje se i propagaci ¢eské kinematografie.

Velka ¢ast nastinénych aktivit pfitom nespadéa pf¥imo
do pracovnich povinnosti prof. Verity Sriratana. A také
ty, které maiji vazbu na jeji pasobeni na Chulalongkorn
University, prekracuji svym charakterem, intenzitou
a rozsahem bézny rdmec plnéni pracovnich povinnosti.

Professor Verita Sriratana is a unique personality who
promotes the good name of the Czech Republic and raises
general awareness of the country, V4 countries and Central
Europe in Thailand. She has managed to bring the Czech
Republic and Central Europe to the attention of the academic
and cultural community as well as the broader public. Her
presentation of the Czech Republic covers both cultural and
political aspects. She also promotes and supports cooperation
in the field of start-ups and innovations, involving both the
government and private sectors. She serves as Director of the
European Studies Programme at Chulalongkorn University

in Bangkok and she also held the position of Deputy Director
of the Centre for European Studies at the same university.

The personal initiative and commitment of Professor
Verita Sriratana was a decisive factor (even a prerequisite)
in establishing the Central and Eastern European Studies
Section of the Centre for European Studies and in initiating
a project for cooperation between the Chulalongkorn
University and V4 countries. She has established close
cooperation (based on a Memorandum of Understanding
on cooperation) with the Anglo-American University in
Prague, as the first Central European university. The strong
presence of Czech and Central European element in the
activities and structures of Chulalongkorn University is all
the more valuable and significant because of its status as
a “national university” comparable to our Charles University.

In addition to her home university, Professor Verita
Sriratana presents the Czech Republic and its culture
at a number of other universities in Thailand and
abroad (Thammasat University, Chiang Mai University,
Kasetsart University, University of Sydney, Maria
Curie-Sklodowska University, University of Zurich) and
also at numerous other forums and conferences.

Professor Verita Sriratana is especially committed
to promoting the wealth of Czech literature. In addition
to introducing Czech writers such as Kafka, Hrabal,

Kundera, Havel or Viewegh to the local public, she
has been the first to translate Hrabal’s Too Loud

a Solitude or Svejk to Thai for the theatre. She also
raises general awareness of Czech cinematography.

Much of these activities are not directly connected with
Professor Verita Sriratana’s work at Chulalongkorn University
and those that are linked to her duties at the university are
pursued with exceptional commitment and intensity.
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ADATELKA A VEDOUCI MISE CHARITY CR V ZA
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Titul inZenyr ekonomie ziskala Tea Tihounovéa na Vysoké
Skole ekonomické v Praze v programu mezinarodni
obchod. Bakalarské vzdélani dokonéila na Univerzité
Karlové, kde studovala africké jazyky, zejména
ambharstinu, oromejstinu a svahil$tinu, spole¢né

s déjinami, kulturou, sociologii a politikou Afriky.

V letech 2011-2012 pracovala na Velvyslanectvi
Ceské republiky v Etiopii jako koordinatorka rozvojové
spoluprace, kde méla zodpovédnost za management
projektového cyklu programu ZRS, programu
vladnich stipendii ¢i malych lokalnich projektu.

V kvétnu 2013 zaloZila misi Charity Ceské republiky
v Zambii a byla zodpovédné za implementaci bilateralnich
projektt ¢eské zahraniéni rozvojové spoluprace,
ale také projekttt UNHCR, EU ¢&i RefugePoint.

Tea Tihounova, zakladatelka a vedouci mise Charity
CR v Zambii, dokazala béhem péti let vybudovat nejvétsi
pobocku své organizace v Africe, pro kterou pracuje
vice nez 200 ¢lenu a kterd pomaha napfic péti riznymi
provinciemi Zambie. Humanitarni a rozvojové projekty,
za které byla Tea Tihounova zodpovédnd, se zamérovaly
na Sirokou $kalu problému nejméné rozvinutych
spole¢nosti — zemédélstvi, vzdélavaci systém ¢i zdravotni
péci (zejména v oblasti péte o matky a novorozence) —

a béhem péti let zlepsily zZivot tisicim ZambijcU.

Tea Tihounova predstavovala prototyp energického ¢lovéka
schopného fesit konstruktivné problémy a nastrahy Zivota
v komplikovaném a naroéném prostredi, ¢lovéka schopného
vidét potencial i v nejchudSich oblastech svéta, ¢lovéka,
ktery je vZdy pozitivni a nevzdava se a ktery dokazal béhem
kratké doby vybudovat dulezitou pobocku ¢eské organizace
v Zambii a vyznamné tak propagovat dobré jméno Ceské
republiky nejen zde, ale i v dalSich africkych zemich.

Tea Tihoun received a degree in economics at the
University of Economics in Prague, specialising in
international trade. She also earned a bachelor’s degree at
Charles University, where she studied African languages,
especially Amharic, Oremeji and Swabhili, along with
African history, culture, sociology and politics.

In the years 2011-2012, she worked as a development
cooperation co-ordinator at the Embassy of the Czech Republic
in Ethiopia, where she was responsible for managing the
project cycle of Foreign Development Cooperation programmes,
government scholarship programmes and small local projects.

In May 2013, she established the Caritas Czech Republic
Mission in Zambia and was responsible for the implementation
of bilateral projects of the Czech Foreign Development
Cooperation, as well as UNHCR, EU and RefugePoint projects.

Tea Tihoun, the founder and the head of the Caritas
Czech Republic mission in Zambia, has managed to build
the largest branch of her organisation in Africa in five years,
with more than 200 members working and assisting across
five different Zambian provinces. The humanitarian and
development projects, for which Tea Tihoun was responsible,
focused on a wide range of problems facing the least
developed societies — agriculture, education and healthcare
(especially maternity and neonatal care) — and improved
the lives of thousands of Zambians over five years.

Tea Tihoun was a dynamic person able to find constructive
solutions to the problems and pitfalls of life in a complicated
and challenging environment, to see potential even in the
poorest parts of the world, always positive and never willing
to give up. She managed to build an important branch of
a Czech organisation in Zambia within a short time and
did her utmost to promote the good name of the Czech
Republic not only there but also in other African countries.
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Pan Jan VofiSek se narodil v roce 1948 v Hradci Kralové.

V letech 1966-1968 studoval na Lékarské fakulté Univerzity
Karlovy v Praze. Po emigraci do Nizozemska pokracoval

v letech 1969-1975 ve studiu mediciny na Lékarské fakulté
Méstské univerzity v Amsterdamu. V roce 1981 se specia-
lizoval na porodnictvi a gynekologii. Nasledné v roce 1985
absolvoval specializovany kurz epidemiologie na Kralovském
tropickém institutu v Amsterdamu a v roce 1991 ziskal

na témze institutu magistersky titul v oblasti vefejného
zdravotnictvi. Nasledné Jan VoriSek pusobil jaké lékaf pro
holandské i mezinarodni charitativni organizace v riznych
africkych zemich (v Keni a v Lesothském kralovstvi).

Na pfelomu tisicileti Jan Vofrisek presidlil do Gruzie,
kde se ihned zapojil do charitativni prace a do realizace
rozvojovych projektll zamérenych nejen na Gruzii, ale také
na ostatni zemé jizniho Kavkazu. Plsobil téZ jako pozoro-
vatel a konzultant pro Ceskou rozvojovou agenturu a pro
Centrum pro vycvik a poradenstvi (CTC), pro néz pripravil
a poskytoval kurzy managementu zdravotnictvi. Stal se
konzultantem projektu zaméfeného na zlepseni lidskych prav
implementovaného Ministerstvem pro rozvojovou spolupraci
Nizozemského kralovstvi ¢i specialniho protidrogového
programu pro zeme jizniho Kavkazu se zamérenim na Gruzii
a Azerbajdzan, ktery byl implementovan UNDP. Ve své
praci se zaméruje také na projekty na ochranu mentalniho
zdravi a na zavadéni modernich nastrojl zdravotnického
managementu.

Pan Jan VofiSek cely svij profesni Zivot zasvétil
charitativni préaci v Africe a v Gruzii a §ifil tim dobré jméno CR
ve svété zpisobem hodnym ocenéni. Zaméfil se pfedevsim
na projekty na zlep$eni pristupu obyvatel venkovskych
oblasti a fyzicky ¢i mentalné znevyhodnénych osob
ke kvalitni zdravotni péci. Od samého pocatku poskytoval
geskym partnertim i pracovnikiim Velvyslanectvi Ceské
republiky v Gruzii cenné rady a ndméty. Byl vidy ochoten
pomoci pfi provadéni projektd ¢i pri navazovani kontaktd
s gruzinskymi pfijemci ¢i s partnerskymi organizacemi
z Gruzie i z jinych zemi. V rdmci ¢eské rozvojové pomoci
napfiklad absolvoval celou fadu prednaskovych turné
do velmi zaostalych venkovskych oblasti. Aktivné se
zapojuje predevsim do oblasti zavadéni novych metod
diagnostiky onkologickych onemocnéni v Thilisi a usiluje

oblasti Gruzie ke kvalitni Iékarské péci. Vénuje se vycviku
venkovskych lékart zacilenému na odtabuizovani nékterych
lékaFskych postupt pfedevsim v oblasti prevence
a véasné diagnostiky Zenskych a muzskych onkologickych
onemocnéni. V uplynulych letech byl Jan Vorisek skvélym
pomocnikem a radcem vsech realizator( ¢eské rozvojové
pomoci v oblasti zdravotnictvi a vyrazné napomahal k Sifeni
povédomi Siroké gruzinské verejnosti o ceské rozvojové
pomoci. Nezistné prispiva k prohlubovani ¢esko-gruzinskych
vztahtl a je vyraznym propagéatorem Ceské republiky v Gruzii.

Mr Jan VoriSek was born in 1948 in Hradec Kralové. From
1966 to 1968 he studied at the Medical Faculty of Charles
University in Prague. After his emigration to the Netherlands,
he continued his studies of medicine at the Medical Faculty
of the University of Amsterdam from 1969 to 1975, where
he later, in 1981, specialised in obstetrics and gynaecology.
Subsequently, in 1985, he completed a specialised epide-
miology course at the Royal Tropical Institute in Amsterdam
and in 1991 he earned a master’s degree in public health
from the same institute. Later, Jan VoriSek worked as a phy-
sician for both Dutch and international charities in various
African countries (Kenya and the Kingdom of Lesotho).

At the turn of the millennium, Jan Vofisek relocated to
Georgia, where he immediately became involved in charitable
work and in the implementation of development projects
focused not only on Georgia but also on other countries of the
Southern Caucasus. He also worked as an observer and consul-
tant for the Czech Development Agency and for the Centre for
Training and Counselling (CTC), for which he prepared and or-
ganised courses in health care management. He became a con-
sultant to the Human Rights Improvement project implemented
by the Ministry of Development Cooperation of the Kingdom of
the Netherlands and to a special anti-drug programme for the
Southern Caucasus with a focus on Georgia and Azerbaijan, im-
plemented by the UNDP. He also focuses on projects to protect
mental health and to implement modern health management
tools. In 2003, he founded and until 2008 was the head of the
regional branch of the GIP (Global Initiative on Psychiatry).

Jan Vorisek has devoted his entire professional life to charity
work in Africa and Georgia, thereby promoting the reputation
of the Czech Republic in the world. He focuses primarily on
projects to improve access to quality health care for people in
rural areas and for physically or mentally disadvantaged peo-
ple. Since the very beginning he has provided valuable advice
and proposals to Czech partners and staff of the Embassy of
the Czech Republic in Georgia. He has always been willing to
assist with project implementation and with networking with
Georgian beneficiaries or with partner organisations from
Georgia and other countries. For instance, within the framework
of Czech development assistance, he has participated in
a number of lecture tours to very backward rural areas.. He
has been actively involved in the introduction of new methods
of cancer diagnosis in Thilisi and seeks to improve access to
quality medical care for people living in Georgia’s rural and
mountainous areas. He provides training to rural doctors aimed
at removing the taboos associated with some medical proce-
dures, especially in the area of prevention and early diagnosis
of female and male cancer. In the past years, Jan Vofi$ek has
been an excellent assistant and advisor to all implementers of
Czech development assistance in the field of health care and
has been instrumental in raising the awareness of the Czech
development assistance amongst the broader Georgian public.
He contributes to deepening Czech-Georgian relations and
is a prominent promoter of the Czech Republic in Georgia.

Podle svych stanov sdruzeni Memorial usiluje o spoluticast
na budovani rozvinuté ob¢anské spole¢nosti a demokratic-
kého pravniho statu, vylu€ujiciho navrat k totalitarismu.

Memorial hodla odhalovat, publikovat a kriticky hodnotit
informace o zlo€¢inech a masovych porusovanich lidskych
prav, kterych se dopustily totalitni rezimy v minulosti
a které maiji pfimé i nepfimé dasledky v soucasnosti.

SdruZeni Memorial od konce 80. let svobodné a kriticky
pfistupuje k popisovani zlo€inl sovétského totalitniho rezimu.
Vytvari nebo se podili na verejné dostupnych muzejnich sbir-
kach, vystavéach, ¢etnych publikacich nebo ustaveni pamatnikl
po celém Uzemi byvalého SSSR. Stoji za odbornou
praci mapujici historii politického teroru v SSSR, Gulagu
i hnuti odporu chrus¢ovovsko-breznévovské epochy.

Memorial vytvari databazi obéti statniho teroru v SSSR,
ktera v dnesni dobé obsahuje jiz vice nez tfi miliony jmen.

Za svou tficetiletou ¢innost vydalo sdruZeni stovky publikaci

a zorganizovalo stovky akci, vystav, debat a prednéasek.
Memorial rovnéz shromazduje, analyzuje a zvefejiuje informa-
ce o porusovani lidskych prav na postsovétském prostoru.

Sdruzeni Memorial se dlouhodobé vénuje také sbéru
a Siteni informaci o perzekvovanych Cesich v SSSR a o vy-
znamnych udalostech z ¢eské historie. Pro ¢eské historiky
a badatele tématu perzekuci proti Cechtim a &eskoslovenskym
obéantim v SSSR je tak sdruZzeni Memorial hlavnim zdrojem
zékladnich informaci. Pracovnici Memorialu vzdy ochotné
poskytuji rady ¢eskym badatelim a sméfuji je na dal$i archivy
a zdroje informaci. Bez jejich pomoci by nebyl mozny vyzkum
perzekuce proti Cechiim a &s. ob&antim v SSSR, nevznikl
by dokument CT a USTR ,,Cechoslovaci v Gulagu” a nebyla
by realizovana ¢eska verze projektu Posledni adresa, ktery
pfipomina eské obéti komunistického reZzimu u nés i v Rusku.

Kromé toho sdruzeni Memorial samo aktivné $ifi informace
o vyznamnych d&jinnych okamzicich Ceské republiky. Na jeho
ptdé jak v Moskvé, tak i v dalSich ruskych méstech se konaly
mnohé prednasky ¢eskych historiki a badatelt, projekce
filma a vystav o Prazském jaru a invazi do Ceskoslovenska
(2018), ,Ruzné valky” o srovnani u¢ebnic moderni historie
véetné ¢eskych (2016),,Charta 77” (2017), ,,Praha objektivem
tajné policie” (2011) a mnohé dals$i. Sdruzeni Memorial
rovnéz na jare 2018 zorganizovalo velkou konferenci
o Prazském jaru a invazi v roce 1968 , Lekce 1968“.

SdruZzeni Memorial je témér jedinou platformou v dnesnim
Rusku, kde je moZné svobodné hovofit o historickych téma-
tech spojenych jak s invazi roku 1968, tak i s dal§imi historic-
kymi tématy spojenymi s komunistickym Ceskoslovenskem.

Memorial Society was founded in 1987 as a community of
dozens of organisations across the former USSR. In 1992, it
was transformed into the “Memorial — International Historical
and Educational, Charitable and Human Rights Society”,
“International Memorial” for short. Today, it consists of more
than 50 individual Memorial organisations throughout Russia
and some European countries, including the Czech Republic.

In accordance with its charter, Memorial Society seeks
to participate in building a well-developed civil society and
democratic rule of law preventing the return to totalitarianism.

Memorial intends to discover, publish and critically eva-
luate information about crimes and mass violations of human
rights committed by totalitarian regimes in the past, which
have both direct and indirect consequences nowadays.

Since the late 1980s, Memorial has been describing
the crimes of the Soviet totalitarian regime freely and
critically. It creates or participates in publicly accessible
museum collections, exhibitions, numerous publications,
or establishing memorials throughout the former USSR.

It is behind the professional work mapping the history of
political terror in the USSR, the Gulag and the resistance
movement during the Khrushchev-Brezhnev period.

Memorial creates a database of victims of the state
terror in the USSR, which now contains more than three
million names. During its thirty years of activity, the soci-
ety has published hundreds of publications and organised
hundreds of events, exhibitions, debates and lectures.
Memorial also collects, analyses and publishes information
on human rights violations in the post-Soviet space.

As part of its activities, Memorial has long been involved in
collecting and disseminating information on persecuted Czechs
in the USSR and on important events in Czech history. For Czech
historians and researchers on the topic of persecution of Czech
and Czechoslovak citizens in the USSR, Memorial is the main
source of fundamental information. Memorial’s staff are always
willing to advise Czech researchers and direct them to archives
and sources of information. Without their help, it would not be
possible to complete projects on the persecution of Czechs and
Czechoslovak citizens in the USSR, the “Czechoslovaks in the
Gulag” documentary produced by the Czech TV and the Institute
for the Study of Totalitarian Regimes, and the Czech version of
The Last Address project which commemorates Czech victims
of the Communist regime in our country and Russia. In addition,
Memorial actively disseminates information about important
historical moments of the Czech Republic. It has provided
space for many lectures by Czech historians and researchers,
screenings of films and exhibitions on the Prague Spring and the
invasion in Czechoslovakia (2018), “Various Wars” comparing
modern history textbooks including the Czech ones (2016),
“Charter 77" (2017), “Prague by the Lens of the Secret Police”
(2011) and many others, in Moscow and other Russian cities.

In spring 2018, Memorial organised a large conference on the
Prague Spring and the invasion in 1968 named “Lesson 1968".

Today, Memorial Society is the only Russian platform
for free debate on historical topics associated with both
the 1968 invasion and communist Czechoslovakia.
