NATO Summit gets underway

Allied leaders of 28 nations have arrived at the Kurhaus in Baden-Baden. They were
welcomed by the Secretary General of NATO, Mr. Jaap de Hoop Scheffer, the Chancellor of
Germany, Mrs. Angela Merkel and the President of France, Mr. Nicolas Sarkozy and their

spouses.

The two-day event began with the working dinner of the Heads of State and Government
(HOSG) in the famous premises of the Baden-Baden Kurhaus. Following an official welcome
by the leaders of the host nations and the Secretary General of NATO, the participants had an
exchange of views on NATO’s future roles and missions. During the evening session, Allies

are also expected to discuss long-term relations with Russia.

The second day of the Summit, on the morning of 4™ April, will begin with a solemn
ceremony at the Rhine River, honouring the men and women in uniform who have, and
continue to, put their lives at risk in NATO-led missions and operations for the security of the

Euro-Atlantic community.

Following this event, Alliance leaders will convene for a working session of the North
Atlantic Council in Strasbourg. It will be devoted primarily to a discussion of the ongoing

operational commitments of NATO, in particular its engagement in Afghanistan.

The NATO leaders will adopt a number of key documents, including a final communiqué,

a Declaration on Allied Security and a statement on the Alliance’s mission in Afghanistan.

Prior to the start of the Summit itself, the Secretary General will give the keynote speech at
a Youth Summit in Strasbourg.

NATO expands its role in Afghanistan

NATO Heads of State and Government, meeting today at the Strasbourg-Kehl Summit,
agreed to a number of new initiatives for Afghanistan, including a significant expansion of the
training and support effort for Afghan National Security Forces, enhanced engagement with
neighbouring countries and a more integrated approach to working with the International
Community and the Afghan Government to implement the Afghan National Development
Strategy (ANDS).

NATO leaders reaffirmed their strategic vision for Afghanistan based on four guiding
principles: long-term commitment; Afghan leadership; a fully comprehensive and a regional
approach. These principles remain the foundation of the Alliance’s political-military plan,

updated and approved by Allies at the Summit.

To demonstrate this commitment, Allies offered significant additional military forces for
election support, for training and mentoring of the Afghan security forces. Many Allies also

offered substantial increases in civilian aid for a variety of purposes.

Allies decided to establish a NATO Training Mission in Afghanistan (NTM-A) to deliver
higher-level training to the Afghan National Army (ANA), and a significant increase of
training and mentoring for the Afghan National Police (ANP). The NATO Heads of State and
Government also supported the expansion of the ANA Trust Fund to include sustainment

funds that will help the ANA to continue to grow in size and effectiveness.

NATO Allies recognised the importance of balancing military and civilian efforts and
welcomed the renewal of the UN Assistance Mission in Afghanistan (UNAMA). NATO
supports the Government-led integrated approach to deliver across the security, governance
and development lines of effort in the Afghan National Development Strategy. Allies
commited to support the August 20th presidential and provincial elections and undertook to
support Afghan Government and UN efforts to ensure the elections are conducted safely and

effectively.

Allies recognised the need to balance civilian and military efforts to encourage economic
development and stability in line with Afghan Government priorities and stressed the

importance of the protection of women’s rights.

Enhancing Afghan Government leadership, including at the provincial and district levels, is
needed to speed the delivery of justice, basic services and employment opportunities,
especially in the agricultural sector. The NATO leaders recognized that to do this work will

require a greater civilian component to the forces being sent to Afghanistan.



Finally, Heads of State and Government agree that NATO, as a member of the broader
International Community, will support Afghan-led efforts to reconcile with those who
renounce violence, accept the Constitution, and have no links to Al-Qaeda. NATO stands

ready to join all law abiding Afghans in building a better future for Afghanistan.

At the beginning of the North Atlantic Council Secretary General Jaap de Hoop Scheffer
welcomed the Heads of State and Government of Albania and Croatia at their first NATO
Summit as members of the Alliance.

"l would like to extend a special word of welcome to President Topi and Prime Minister
Berisha of Albania, as well as President Mesic and Prime Minister Sanader of Croatia", the
Secretary General said. "Today we celebrate the 6oth anniversary of the Washington

Treaty. From twelve initial members in 1949, the transatlantic family has grown to 28.



The presence of Albania and Croatia here today confirms that NATO'’s door remains open,

and is testimony of our commitment to a Europe whole and free".

The Secretary General noted that Albania and Croatia’s membership in the Alliance is
the result of long years of hard work, during which both countries have shown a relentless
drive to complete the necessary reforms. "Albania and Croatia have well-earned their place

at our table"”, he said.

As the leader of the depositary country of the Washington Treaty, the President of the United
States Barack Obama greeted the two new members of NATO: "We are very excited about
your participation”, President Obama said. "We are proud to have you as Allies". In a short
ceremony, President Obama handed over copies of the Washington Treaty to the Presidents

of Albania and Croatia.

Strasbourg — Kehl Summit strengthens Transatlantic Link and looks at NATO’s future
challenges

At their Summit meeting in Strasbourg NATO leaders re-affirmed the principle of
indivisibility of Allied security, the commitment to transatlantic solidarity and the common

goal of a Europe that is whole and free.

NATO leaders adopted a Declaration on Alliance Security reaffirming the basic values,
principles and purposes of the NATO Alliance. They also launched the process to develop
anew Strategic Concept, a document that will define NATO’s longer-term role in the new

security environment of the 21st century.

In a communiqué issued at the end of the meeting, leaders welcomed Albania and Croatia into
the Alliance, reaffirmed NATO’s commitment to continue dialogue and cooperation with
partner countries and to keep open the door to NATO membership, with the aim of

strengthening security for all in the Euro-Atlantic area.

Heads of State and Government have also taken decisions on the modernisation of
capabilities, on the Alliance’s engagement with other international organisations and countries

and on missions and operations.

Leaders reaftirmed the Alliance’s support to the purposes and principles of the Charter of the
United Nations and recognised the value of enhancing cooperation between the two
organisations. NATO leaders also recognised the importance of a stronger and more capable
European defence, welcoming the EU’s efforts to strengthen its capabilities to address

common security challenges.

They agreed that NATO’s transformation in order to ensure the provision of deployable forces
prepared conduct the full range of military operations and missions will strengthen the

Alliance’s ability to confront 21st century threats.

NATO leaders acknowledged that security in the Euro-Atlantic area is closely tied to
Afghanistan’s security and stability and declared that the UN-mandated ISAF mission in
Afghanistan is NATO’s key priority. In a comprehensive approach combining military and
civilian resources, NATO remains committed to help the Government of Afghanistan to
support Afghanistan’s long-term security and stability, together with the international
community. Leaders said that strong constructive engagement by countries of the region is
also critical and pledged to reinforce cooperation with all Afghanistan’s neighbours,

especially Pakistan.



NATO Heads of State and Government reiterated their commitment to the NATO-Russia
partnership as a strategic element in fostering security in the Euro-Atlantic area. They
declared that despite the current disagreements, Russia is of particular importance to NATO
as a partner and neighbour and that NATO and Russia share common security interests, such
as the stabilisation of Afghanistan, arms control, disarmament and non-proliferation of
weapons of mass destruction. They also agreed that NATO remains committed to using the
NATO-Russia Council as a forum for political dialogue on all issues — where we agree and

disagree - with a view towards resolving problems and building practical cooperation.

NATO leaders also welcomed the French decision to fully participate in NATO structures.
Finally, Heads of State and Government of the Alliance looked forward to meet in Portugal

for the next NATO Summit to approve an updated Strategic Concept.

NATO Training Mission - Afghanistan

NATO’s Heads of State and Government at the Alliance’s 60th Anniversary Summit meeting
in Strasbourg-Kehl, announced today the establishment of a NATO Training Mission for
Afghanistan (NTM-A). This mission will further support the development of capable and self-
sustaining Afghan National Security Forces. It will comprise senior-level mentoring of
the Afghan National Army (ANA) and an expanded role in developing professional Afghan
National Police (ANP).

The mission will operate under a dual-hatted command, with a single commander for both the
US-led Combined Security Transition Command- Afghanistan (CSTC-A) and the NATO
Training Mission — Afghanistan. The mission will provide higher-level training for the ANA,
including defence colleges and academies, and will be responsible for doctrine development,
as well as training and mentoring for the ANP. This will reflect the Afghan Government’s
policing priorities and will complement existing training and capacity development
programmes, including the European Union Police Mission and the work of the International
Police Coordination Board (IPCB).

Today’s decision recognises the complementary roles played by the ANA and ANP
in bringing security to Afghanistan. The establishment of a coordinated training mission under
asingle NATO framework will help to focus Allied and partner contributions, allowing

improvements to the international training effort.

Although there has been significant progress in the development of the ANA, ANP
development lags behind The decision also recognises that efforts to support the development
of the ANP need to be enhanced and reinforced as the police play a highly visible and critical

role in bringing stability across the country.

In practical terms, the new mission means bringing most of current army and police training
under a single umbrella, drawing on and better utilising resources that are already in theatre.
NATO’s military authorities will work over the coming weeks to determine the appropriate
command structure for NTM-A to enable it to conduct police training and mentoring.
The military authorities, in consultation with the Afghan Ministries of Defence and Interior,



CSTC-A, EUPOL, and the International Police Coordination Board, will also examine and

determine an appropriate level of skill development for the various Afghan police forces.
