NATO needs a strategic vision to the future

Admiral Di Paola, Chairman of the Military Committee, talking to the students and staff of
CESEDEN (Centro Estudios de la Defensa), confirmed that the Strategic Concept will be short,
sharp and simple.

“In few words, this new document will have to explain clearly to the man and the woman [in the
street] which strategic direction the Alliance intends to take in the years to come.”

The Strategic Concept and its development are one of the main issues of interest for the Alliance
on its way to the Summit in Lisbon, next fall. The Alliance is looking deeply into its nature and
its role, since it finds itself in a dramatically different scenario, in respect to 1999, when the last



Strategic concept was published. Recognized in the new Strategic Concept is the fact that
globalization substantially changed the security and strategic environment in which we live
today.

“Even the way the new Strategic Concept is getting conceived is new,” Admiral Di Paola said,
mentioning the tasking received personally by the Secretary General of the Alliance by the Heads
of State and Government at the Summit of Strasbourg-Kehl (2009), and his decision to involve
a group of experts, external to the organization, to collect all the possible inputs in order to
deliver some critical recommendations. “The forum of discussion is open to everybody, really
everybody,” the Chairman said, referring to the fact that NATO will also seriously consider the
opinions provided on this issues by common citizens.

The intervention at the prestigious institute, today, was part of the program of the Chairman of
the Military Committee’s official visit to Spain, on the invitation of Gen. J.J. Rodriguez
Fernandez, Spanish Chief of Defense. During his stay in Madrid, Admiral Di Paola also met with
H.E. Ms. Carmen Chacén Piqueras, Spanish Minister of Defense. The different meetings
constituted a chance for the Spanish authorities to discuss with the Chairman the activities
conducted by Spain, at different levels, in support of the Alliance, “a support strongly
acknowledged and appreciated by the Alliance,” as Admiral Di Paola said. The recent decision of
Madrid to send additional forces to train the Afghan Police is the most recent sign of the Spanish
commitment to the missions of the Alliance.

Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen paid his first bilateral visit, as NATO leader, to

Prague. He met with Prime Minister Jan Fischer, Minister of Foreign Affairs Jan Kohout, and
Minister of Defence Martin Bartak. He also met with Parliamentary leaders.



Three issues were on the agenda. On Afghanistan, the Secretary General welcomed the Czech
contribution to the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) in Afghanistan, and noted the
importance of contributing to the NATO Training Mission.

The leaders discussed missile defence, which the Secretary General considers an important part
of securing the Euro-Atlantic community against the threat of missiles. Finally, they looked
forward to the new Strategic Concept, and agreed that the Alliance must set out the right balance
between collective defence and expeditionary operations.

On 7 March 2010, NATO Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen paid an official visit to

visit to a Mediterranean Dialogue partner country.



During the visit, the Secretary General held bilateral talks with His Majesty King Abdullah II,
Prime Minister and Defence Minister Samir Rifai, Foreign Minister Nasser Judeh and Chief
of Defence Staff General Mishaal Mohammad Al Zaben.

Mr. Rasmussen also delivered a speech jointly organised by the Jordanian Institute of Diplomacy
and the NATO Public Diplomacy Division on 7 March 2010, at the Hotel Le Royal in Amman.

Praising Jordan’s role on the international scene, the Secretary General said: ““ Jordan'’s tireless
efforts to promote peace and stability, not only here in this region but also far beyond, have
earned it tremendous international respect and admiration. And I also want to strongly commend
His Majesty King Abdullah, the Jordanian Government and the Jordanian Armed Forces for that
continuing, very robust commitment.”

Mr. Rasmussen also remarked: “I am particularly pleased that my speech, today, is here
in Amman. Because it is in this very city that King Abdullah, through his “Ammanmessage”
of November 2004, called for tolerance, dialogue and inter-cultural and inter-religious
understanding. The King called for a wide platform upon which peoples of different faiths can
meet together, with respect for other’s ideas and faiths, and act in common in the service of
human society.”

NATO promotes the role of women in peace and security

NATO Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen recently said that greater empowerment and
more effective protection of women against the dangers of armed conflicts benefits everyone, not
only women. This 8§ March, NATO is marking International Women’s Day by bringing
prominent NATO women ‘back to school’ to encourage more future female leaders to take part in
building peace and security.

The programme ‘NATO Women Back to School!” is sending female NATO staff members back
to the schools and universities where they earned their degrees to present themselves, their work,
the role of NATO and how they are taking part in international security. The aim is to show
students in all 28 NATO member countries how women contribute to security and defence.

At the same time, the relationship between these NATO speakers and their home schools should
also help students to understand how security concerns everyone, and how NATO contributes to
their own personal security every day.

The Alliance would like to encourage a wider discussion on women in conflict prevention, crisis
management and conflict resolution, particularly by highlighting the UN security council
resolution 1325 on women, peace and security, which will celebrate its 10" anniversary in
October this year.

Zapadni Balkan o buducénosti NATO-a

Stotinak ucesnika ove konferencije dosli su iz Albanije, Bosne i Hercegovine, Hrvatske, Bivse
Jugoslovenske Republike Makedonije*, Kosova, Crne Gore i Srbije.

U okviru ovog dogadaja predstavljeni su rezultati ankete u kojoj su ucestvovali profesionalci
iz bezbednosne struke i lideri iz celog regiona. Oko 200 ljudi intervjuisano je tokom januara
i februara 2010. godine.

Medu najinteresantnijim rezultatima je ¢injenica da 81,55% ispitanika misli da NATO treba da se
prilagodi promenljivoj dinamici globalnih dogadaja 1 izazova, a 11,2% kaze da NATO mora da se
drzi svojih sadasnjih sustinskih nacela.

Skoro 66% elite zapadnog Balkana veruje da je NATO jo§ uvek najbolja institucija koja
garantuje bezbednost u evro-atlantskom podrucju, kao i u njihovom regionu. Medutim, 53% misli
da sve vece usmerenje NATO-a ka globalnim pitanjima i pretnjama moZe dovesti do zaobilaZenja
vaznih bezbednosnih pitanja u transatlantskom podrucju, narocito na zapadnom Balkanu.

Western Balkans debate NATQO’s future

On 11 and 12 March, civil society representatives from across the Western Balkans gathered
in Tirana, Albania, to discuss NATO’s new strategic direction at a conference organized by
the Albanian Institute for Democracy and Mediation.

About 100 participants came from Albania, Bosnia Herzegovina, Croatia, the Former Yugoslav
Republic of Macedonia*, Kosovo, Montenegroand Serbia.

At the event, the results were presented from a survey of security-related professionals and
opinion leaders carried out across the region. Some 200 people were interviewed in January and
February 2010.

Among the most interesting results was that 81.55% of respondents think that NATO should
adjust to the changing dynamics of global developments and challenges, with 11.2% saying that
NATO must hold to its current core principles.

Almost 66% of Western Balkan elites believe NATO is still the best institution to guarantee
security in the Euro-Atlantic area, as well as in their region. However, 53% think that NATO's
increased focus on global issues and threats could side-step important security issues in the
transatlantic area, notably the Western Balkans.

The conference was held under the auspice of the Albanian Foreign Ministry, which also hosted
two members of the Experts Group on the new Strategic Concept, Amb. Yannis-Alexis Zepos
from Greeceand Amb. Umit Pamir from Turkey, for official consultations on the new strategy.



The experts are touring Allied capitals to gather input for the report they are due to give the
Secretary General on 5 May.

The experts participated in the event’s open discussion panel together with the Albanian Deputy
Foreign Minister, Edith Harxhi. “Article V and collective defence should be reaffirmed as
NATO's main core principles,” said Ms. Harxhi. “The transatlantic link is the core of the
Allianceand should be guarded and strengthened.”

She also stressed the importance of pursuing the open door policy and enlargement, especially
looking at the Western Balkans, fostering the comprehensive approach and searching for flexible
and harmonized relations with the European Union.

Many university students from Tirana participated in the event, contributing to a lively debate.
They reminded the experts and security community that the new Strategic Concept should be as
simple as possible and provide answers to key questions that matter to citizens of Allied states.

Ceremoniji potpisivanja prisustvovao je zamenik Generalnog sekretara NATO-a ambasador
Klaudio Bisonjero, zamenik premijera Gruzije i ministar za evropske i evro-atlantske integracije
Giorgi Baramidze, generalni direktor NAMSA-a Antonios Cacidakis, kao i stalni predstavnici
drzava lidera u ovom projektu, Ceske Republike, Estonije i Litvanije.

Predvideno je da ovaj projekat pomogne Gruziji da ukloni eksplozivna ubojna sredstva time Sto
¢e obezbediti specijalizovanu opremu i1 obuku gruzijskom timu, koji ¢e potom obuciti grupu
specijalista. Projekat ¢e takode pruziti podrsku kod osnivanja centra za rehabilitaciju lica ranjenih
eksplozivnim ostacima iz rata (EOR) pri vojnoj bolnici u Goriju.

Ovaj projekat ¢e pod upravom NAMSA-e biti sproveden u trajanju od 15 meseci i1 raspolagace
budZzetom od 2,87 miliona evra.

Trust Fund project to help Georgia dispose of explosive war remnants

Key agreements to begin a Partnership for Peace Trust Fund project that will help Georgia safely
dispose of explosive remnants of war (ERW) were signed on 12 March.The war remnants, which
include unexploded ordnance, improvised explosive devices and landmine contamination, pose
a deadly threat to local residents.

The signatories to the agreements were the Permanent Representatives of the Czech Republic,
Estoniaand Lithuania, the NATO Maintenance and Supply Agency (NAMSA) and Georgia.

The signing ceremony was attended by NATO Deputy Secretary General, Ambassador Claudio
Bisogniero, Georgian Deputy Prime Minister and State Minister for European and Euro-Atlantic
Integration Giorgi Baramidze, NAMSA General Manager Antonios Chatzidakis, and the
Permanent Representatives of the project's lead nations, the Czech Republic, Estonia and
Lithuania.

The project will help Georgia dispose of explosive ordnance by providing specialized equipment
and training a Georgian team that will in turn train a company of specialists. The project will also
offer support in establishing a physical rehabilitation centre for people wounded by ERW at the
Military Hospital in Gori.

Managed by NAMSA, the project will be implemented over a 15-month period with a budget of
2.87 million euros. It will contribute significantly to security and stability in the region and
is an example of the practical capacity-building that Trust Funds provide NATO Partner
countries.

NATO’s new Strategic Concept discussed in Warsaw

For two days the Polish capital has become a hub of discussion on NATO’s new Strategic
Concept — a document that, once agreed by all Allies, will shape the organisation’s future
direction. The Secretary General of NATO, Anders Fogh Rasmussen, began his first official visit
to Poland on 12 March by taking part in the international conference “NATO’s New Strategic
Concept — Global, Transatlantic and Regional Challenges and Tasks”.

The seminar — organised by the Warsaw Centre for International Relations and the Polish
Ministry of Defence, with the support of NATO’s Public Diplomacy Division — brought together
at the Royal Castle in Warsaw the Polish Foreign and Defence Ministers, members of the Group
of Experts on the new Strategic Concept, as well as numerous local and international
practitioners, academics and media representatives. Participants discussed the new security
environment, security perceptions in Central and Eastern Europe and NATO’s partnerships.

In his keynote speech, the Secretary General outlined his vision of territorial defence for the
Alliance. He stressed that while NATO’s core task was, is, and will remain, the defence of our
territory and our populations, the meaning of territorial defence is changing.

“If we want to keep NATO’s territorial defence effective, affordable and credible, we must push
ahead with the Alliance’s transformation,” he told the audience in Warsaw. “We need more
flexible, mobile and deployable armed forces. If our military is stationary, if our armed forces
can’t be moved beyond the borders of each individual member state, the defence of Allied
territory will not be effective.”



Earlier the same day, Mr. Rasmussen met briefly with staff and young academics from the
University of Warsaw’s Institute of International Relations and the Institute of Strategic Studies
from Krakow. He was presented with a paper developed by the two analytical centres outlining
comprehensive proposals for the new Strategic Concept.

On 11 March, hundreds of students attended the Warsaw Transatlantic Forum 2010 at the
University of Warsaw, organised by the Polish Euro-Atlantic Association with support from,
among others, NATO’s Public Diplomacy Division. The event was opened by Polish Defence
Minister Bogdan Klich.

Members of the Group of Experts, former Polish President Aleksander Kwasniewski and other
high-level guests contributed to a wide-ranging debate on NATO’s new Strategic Concept,
operation in Afghanistan and relations with Russia.

Provincial Reconstruction Teams look at way forward in Afghanistan

At the 2010 Provincial Reconstruction Team (PRT) Conference held in Kabul on the 16 and
17 March, NATO’s Senior Civilian Representative, Ambassador Mark Sedwill, stressed PRTs’
role in promoting reconstruction, development and good governance throughout Afghanistan; a
role that will be key to the International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) strategy over the next
18 months.

The conference brought together members from the Government of the Islamic Republic of
Afghanistan, key regional players, as well as representatives from PRTs and other international
organizations engaged in Afghanistan.

Ambassador Mark Sedwill opened the conference by introducing the three 'Rs' needed for PRTs'
to succeed in Afghanistan.

"The first, Regain...we need to regain the initiative against the insurgents; secondly, we need to
Rebuild and reinforce Afghan government institutions, military and civil, so they may take
responsibility for governing their country; and lastly, Resolving the political grievances that fuel
the insurgence," said Sedwill "Those are the three 'Rs' that are key to the strategy over the next
18 months."

Commander of ISAF Joint Command Lt. Gen. David Rodriguez, who hosted the event, explained
the importance of the two-day conference to participants.

"The challenges are many, but you can and will make a difference in the lives of the people of
this country by your diligent efforts," said Rodriguez. "You all have many talents and I wish you
success in our efforts to return this country to the courageous and industrious people of
Afghanistan."

Afghans need security, good governance and development

Among the many in attendance were team leaders from each of the PRTs throughout
Afghanistan. Attendees, both civilian and military, listened and discussed the needs of the
Afghan people. Security, good governance and development were frequently mentioned, in
addition to the Afghan government's commitment to take an ever-greater responsibility to achieve
these goals.

Local representatives underscored the need to support their community. The representatives also
confirmed their support and willingness to prevent disruptive actions by hostile elements.

The conference included several breakout sessions to discuss topics such as information sharing
and the assessments process; local governance and PRT collaboration/coordination; the district
development concept; the Afghan government budget process; as well as contracting and fair
funding.



Helmand Provincial Governor Mohammad Gulab Mangal shared some success stories. "The
people of Helmand appreciate PRT contributions to the villages through security, the distribution
of alternative crops, installation of bridges, the digging of wells, and building schools and
clinics," said Governor Mangal. "Successes are happening."”

What’s a PRT and how does it work?

PRTs typically include about 80 people. Roughly 60 are experts in engineering, agriculture and
foreign affairs, and about 20 are civilian specialists who work shoulder-to-shoulder with the
various Afghan partners.

Working together, the teams help extend the central government’s authority throughout the
country by providing area security and supporting the reconstruction and development activities
of Afghan, international, national and non-governmental actors in the provinces.

Currently, there are 26 PRTs operating throughout Afghanistan. Some consist of military forces
and civilian personnel from a single nation, others are multinational. They are all led by
individual ISAF nations.

Overall, a wide variety of projects are underway, facilitated by the PRTs. Schools are being
rebuilt with the mentoring or assistance of ISAF engineers, allowing children to resume their
education. Irrigation ditches, pipelines, reservoirs and wells are being constructed, bringing water
to the local population and farmers. Infrastructure is being repaired and/or built, facilitating
mobility and communication. Greater access to medical assistance is being provided.

"Take this with you...'you can teach the man to fish...don't just give the man a fish'," said U.N.
Assistance Mission in Afghanistan Representative Mark Ward. "The concept behind that is to
help train, educate and create an environment within which governance can self sustain."

Science workshop looks at how to identify terrorist behavior

On 19 and 20 March, an advanced research workshop in Milan, Italy, will bring together
scientists to identify signs that may help in predicting when young European immigrants turn
towards terrorism.

The participating scientists come from a range of disciplines, including anthropology, sociology,
behavioural sciences, cultural studies, psychology and economy. They will look at the
motivations that can encourage a hostile and resentful attitude and aggressive behaviours toward
modern society and culture in young European immigrants.

Possible research methods that could help to identify terrorism predictors will be discussed, and
the best instruments for data collection, database location and data analysis will be determined.

The event will bring together 28 speakers from Denmark, France, Italy, Israel, Jordan, the
Netherlands, Turkey, Saudi Arabia, the United Kingdomand the United States, as well as from
international organizations, such as the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime.

Lectures will address the economic consequences of emigration from Turkey and to Turkey,
radicalisation as a constructive choice, and factors inducing a person to support or join an
Islamist group.

The experts will also look into best practices for integration that, on one hand, respect the
immigrants’ background, while on the other hand, encourage the learning of European languages,
culture and democratic systems, ideally from their first day in Europe.

They also thanked Bosnia and Herzegovina for its contribution to
the ISAF mission.

Finally, they met with the High Representative and EU Special Representative (HR/EUSR) for
Bosnia and Herzegovina, Ambassador Valentin Inzko, with the Commander EUFOR, Major
General Bernhard Bair, and with the Commander of NATO HQ Sarajevo, Brigadier General John
W. Bullard Jr., to assess the situation in Bosnia and Herzegovina.

""One security roof" from Vancouver to Vladivostok

On 27 March, NATO Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen and Dr Madeleine Albright,
who chairs the Group of Experts on NATO’s new Strategic Concept, joined a high-level panel to
discuss the Alliance’s future in the face of new and unpredictable threats.

The session was part of the three-day Brussels Forum organized by the German Marshall Fund of
the United States. Dubbed “NATO's Future in an Unpredictable and Globalizing World”, the
panel also featured Canadian Defence Minister Peter MacKay and Bulgarian Foreign Minister
Nickolay Mladenov.

The panel members discussed NATO’s role in missile defence, the North Atlantic Treaty’s
“Article V” on collective defence, and the balance between strategic reassurance and engagement
with Russia. When speaking on missile defence, Secretary General Rasmussen said that a new
system should be an opportunity to bring NATO and Russia together: “We need a missile defence



system that includes not just all countries of NATO, but Russia too. One security roof, that we
build together, that we support together, and that we operate together. One security roof that
protects us all.”

They also discussed how NATO needs to change to stay relevant in a world where threats are
constantly evolving.

In early May, Dr Albright will provide the Secretary General with the Group of Experts’
recommendations for NATO’s new Strategic Concept, which — once agreed by all Allied
countries in November — will guide the Alliance’s activities in the years to come.

The Brussels Forum is an annual high-level meeting of North American and European political,
corporate and intellectual leaders who gather to address key challenges facing both sides of the
Atlantic.

General, Ambassador Claudio Bisogniero, at NATO Headquarters on 29 March. The meeting
marked the formal recognition of the Mongolian contribution to the International Security
Assistance Force (ISAF).

Mongolia has deployed an infantry platoon in ISAF’s Regional Command North. This
contribution was formally recognised during the meeting, through the exchange of signed
agreements.

"These are important agreements, not just from a legal perspective, but chiefly to mark
Mongolia's full recognition as a member of ISAF and a key contributor to the international
mission"”, said Ambassador Bisogniero.

As a Troop Contributing Nation, Mongolia will be invited to join the informal Foreign ministerial
Meeting in ISAF format which will be held in Tallinn on 23 April.

After Montenegro joined ISAF in February 2010, Mongolia becomes the 45th nation to
contribute troops to the NATO-led mission in Afghanistan.

Ceska Republika uspesno pomogla u re$avanju kljuénog problema Alijanse

Pocetkom marta u Pragu odrZava se dvodnevna medunarodna konferencija
koja se fokusirala na helikoptersku inicijativu ,,HIP Konferencija o
helikopterima 2010 — Koristi buducih sinergija u multinacionalnim
naporima“.

Ceska Republika nalazi se na ¢elu helikopterske inicijative koja treba da pomogne Alijansi da
reS§i problem nedovoljnog broja transportnih helikoptera. Problem proistiCe iz Cinjenice da
helikopteri koji su sada u upotrebi u nekoliko zemalja tehnicki ne ispunjavaju uslove za danaSnje
operacije ili su blizu isteka svog upotrebnog veka. Pri svemu tome, nabavka novih helikoptera
podrazumeva i dug vremenski period i velika finansijska sredstva.

Istovremeno uz helikoptersku inicijativu osnovan je i medunarodni fond kojim upravlja Velika
Britanija, a preko koga pojedina¢ne zemlje imaju moguénost da finansijski podrze projekte koji
za cilj imaju povecanje broja helikoptera koji se mogu angazovati u operacijama.

Ovaj fond omoguéio je Ceskoj Republici da delimi¢no finansira modernizaciju helikoptera
Mi-1718. ,,Uspesno smo osavremenili pet helikoptera Mi-171S pocetkom godine, a tri od njih
angazovana su u Avganistanu gde sluze i nasim saveznicima i ¢eSkom provincijskom timu
za obnovu®, rekao je Jan Fulik, zamenik ministra odbrane zaduzen za spoljne poslove.

Ceska Republika sada nudi svoja struéna znanja i drugim zemljama saveznicama. ,,.Sada nudimo
nase usluge Madarskoj 1 Bugarskoj®, rekao je Jan Fulik, a pretpostavlja se da ove zemlje imaju
nameru da angaZuju svoje helikoptere u Avganistanu, mada nisu stigle toliko daleko kao Ceska
Republika.
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Do sada se u helikoptersku inicijativu ukljuéilo deset drzava ¢lanica. Kao i grupa zemalja V4,
iovde su takode prisutne vazne zemlje sa velikim budZzetom za odbranu, kao Sto su Velika
Britanija, Spanija, Turska ili Norveska. ,,Pitanje je dana kada ¢e Sjedinjene DrZave ratifikovati
pristupanje ovom sporazumu®, otkrio je Jan Fulik.

Direktor Odeljenja za odbrambenu politiku i strategiju Ivan Dvorzak kaze da ¢e ¢lanstvo SAD
doneti ovoj inicijativi ne samo prestiz ve¢ i vezu ka dodatnim kapacitetima, ukljucujuéi tu
1 nauc¢nike, projektante, pilote i osoblje na zemlji koje je medu najboljima na svetu u ovom polju.
,» Tako da to moze navesti i druge zemlje da se pridruze®, rekao je Dvorzak.

Jan Fulik je izjavio da je ova dvodnevna konferencija namenjena prvenstveno razmeni iskustava.
Osim predstavnika pojedinac¢nih zemalja prisustvovali su i najvisi predstavnici i eksperti NATO-a
1 Evropske agencije odbrane. I Jan Fulik i Ivan DvorZzak saglasili su se da je konferencija bila
veoma uspesna. Delegirani govornici dokazali su da multinacionalna saradnja na razvoju vestina
omogucava najsvrsishodniji pravac napretka. Konferencija je obezbedila podrsku zajedni¢kim
naporima usredsredenim na povecanje broja helikoptera koji se angazuju u operacijama i na
traZzenju mogucénosti za saradnju na logistickoj podrSci 1 obuci posada na medunarodnom nivou.
Ove napore podrzavaju i zemlje koje nemaju helikoptere tipa Mi, ali koje doprinose postizanju
zajednickog cilja ili finansijski ili time $to drugima stavljaju na raspolaganje objekte za obuku,
popravku ili servisiranje.

Czech Republic successfully assists in solving a key problem for the Alliance

In early March there was a two-day international conference held in Prague, focusing on
helicopter initiative “HIP Helicopter Conference 2010 — Benefits of future Synergies in
Multinational Efforts”.

The Czech Republic is the leader of the helicopter initiative which should help the Alliance to
solve the problem of transport helicopter shortage. The problem arises from the fact that
helicopters currently used by several countries, technically do not match the conditions for
current operations or come close to their lifecycle limits. At the same time the acquisition of new
helicopters is very time and financially intensive.

Simultaneously with the helicopter initiative there was an international fund established managed
by Great Britain via which the individual countries can financially support projects aimed at
increasing the number of helicopters that are deployable in operations.

This fund has enabled the Czech Republic to finance part of the modernization of Mi-1718
helicopters. “We successfully managed to modernize five Mi-1718S helicopters at the start of the
year, and to deploy three of them in Afghanistan where they provide services to both our allies
and the Czech Provincial Reconstruction Team,” said Jan Fulik, Deputy Defence Minister for
Foreign Affairs.



Czech Republic is now offering its expertise to other allies as well. “Currently we offer our
services to Hungary and Bulgaria,” stated Jan Fulik with the understanding that these countries
intend to deploy their helicopters in Afghanistan however they have not got as far as the Czech
Republic yet.

So far the helicopter initiative has been joined by ten member states. As well as the V4 group of
countries, associates also include important countries with huge defence budgets, i.e. Great
Britain, Spain, Turkey or Norway. “It is just a matter of days before the United States would
ratify its accession to this treaty,” disclosed Jan Fulik.

The Director of Defence Policy and Strategy Section, Ivan Dvoték, says the US membership will
bring to the initiative not only prestige but also a link to additional capacities, including scientists,
designers, pilots and ground personnel who belong to the best in this field in the world.
“Consequently it may influence other countries to join as well,” said Dvoftak.

Jan Fulik stated that the two-day conference dealt primarily with sharing of experiences. Besides
the representatives of individual countries it was also attended by top NATO and European
Defence Agency representatives and experts. Jan Fulik as well as Ivan Dvotak agreed that the
conference was a great success. The individual delegate speakers demonstrated that
multinational cooperation for developing skills provides the most effective way forward. This
conference provided support to a joint effort focusing on increasing the number of helicopters
deployable on operations and in searching for opportunities of cooperation for their logistic
support and training of crews at international level. This effort is supported also by countries
which do not have Mi-type helicopters which contributes to the attainment of a common goal
either financially or by making available their training or repair and service facilities to others.

Cesi su u NATO-u veé 11 godina i doZivijavaju Alijansu kao zastitnika

U vecini vojnih baza Sirom Ceske Republike vojnici su obelezili jedanaestu ‘
godisnjicu ulaska CeSke Republike u NATO. Ceska Republika prikljucila se Sy N\
Severnoatlantskom savezu zajedno sa Madarskom i Poljskom 12. marta 1999. '
godine.

Godisnjica priklju¢ivanja Severnoatlantskom savezu obeleZena je na velikom broju lokacija, na
primer svec¢anom akademijom na Univerzitetu odbrane u Brnu. Slicne manifestacije odrzane su
iu Viskovu 1 na drugim mestima.

Ceska Republika, Madarska i Poljska postale su ¢lanice NATO-a pre taéno jedanaest godina kao
prve postkomunisticke zemlje u prvom talasu proSirenja Alijanse. Ministri spoljnih poslova tada
su predali instrumente ratifikacije koleginici Medlin Olbrajt u americkom gradu Indipendens.
Cesku Republiku predstavljao je Jan Kavan.
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»Reseni smo da ne budemo teret NATO-u, ve¢ upravo suprotno. Spremni smo da ispunimo svoj
deo odgovornosti 1 posvecenosti drzavama ¢lanicama i da izvr§imo sve obaveze koje proisticu
iz ¢lanstva®, rekao je gospodin Kavan tokom ceremonije.

Zadovoljni smo Clanstvom

Anketa iz januara CeSkog Centra za istraZivanje javnog mnjenja pokazala je da je 56 posto
ispitanika u potpunosti zadovoljno clanstvom u NATO-u. U poredenju sa proslogodisnjim
ispitivanjem javnog mnjenja, postoji pad od 9%, ali pozitivan stav 1 dalje preovladuje.
Istovremeno, vise od dve tre¢ine (69%) vidi Alijansu kao preko potrebnu politicku i vojnu
organizaciju, a taéno dve treéine ispitanih smatra NATO jemcem nezavisnosti Ceske Republike.
Za polovinu anketiranih NATO je takode garant mira i bezbednosti u Evropi, a 69% ucesnika
uvereni su da Alijansa jac¢a mir i bezbednost na evropskom kontinentu.

Czechs have been members of NATO for 11 years, and perceive the Alliance as their
patron.

On the majority of military bases all over the Czech Republic soldiers remembered the eleventh
anniversary of the entry of the Czech Republic into NATO. The Czech Republic acceded to the
North Atlantic Alliance together with Hungary and Poland on March 12, 1999.

The entry to the North Atlantic Alliance anniversary was remembered in a number of locations,
for example, at the Defence University in Brno by holding a solemn gathering. Similar events
took place also in VySkov and at other places.

The Czech Republic, Hungary and Poland became NATO members exactly eleven years ago as
the first post-communist countries in the first wave of Alliance enlargement. Ministers of foreign
affairs then submitted the instruments of ratification to their colleague Madeleine Albright in the
American city of Independence. The Czech Republic was represented by Jan Kavan.

“We are determined not to be a burden to NATO in fact quite the opposite. We are ready to fulfil
our part of responsibility and commitment to member states and meet all our obligations arising
from the membership,” Mr. Kavan said during the ceremony.

We are satisfied with our membership

The CVVM January poll showed that 56 percent of respondents are fully satisfied with NATO
membership. In comparison with last year’s poll it is 9 % less, but the positive attitude is still
overwhelming. At the same time, over two thirds of people (69%) see the Alliance as much
needed political and military organisations, and exactly two thirds of them perceive NATO as a
guarantor of Czech Republic’s independence. For half of respondents NATO is also the
guarantor of peace and security in Europe, and 69 % of respondents have been convinced that the
Alliance strengthens peace and stability on the European Continent.



Pre angaZovanja u misiji zaposleni NATO-a moraju provesti nedelju dana u Ceskoj
Republici

Svaki civilni zaposleni u NATO-u koji se sprema za angazovanje u nekoj misiji ili ratnoj zoni
mora provesti nedelju dana u Ceskoj Republici. Ve¢ &etvrtu godinu Geski vojni struénjaci u
Viskovu obucavaju civile u okviru posebnog kursa namenjenog prezivljavanju u ratnim zonama i
kriznim situacijama.

U Viskovu je upravo poceo Cetrnaesti kurs obuke prezivljavanja za zaposlene u NATO-u.

Cetrdesetak polaznika iz nekoliko zemalja u prilici su da ue o medunarodnim humanitarnim
zakonima od vaznosti za mirovne operacije 1 misije NATO-a, a imace i obuku u vezi sa
zdravstvenom zastitom, kao i fizicku i psiholosku obuku. Kursevi topografije i za inzenjere
takode su spremni.

Tokom kursa polaznici ¢e nauciti kako da prezive u nepoznatom ili neprijateljskom okruzenju
ikako da wupravljaju borbenim vozilima na terenu, kako da komuniciraju sa medijima
1 stanovniStvom, kao i kako da pregovaraju u kriznim situacijama.

Kurs obuke ima i teoretski 1 praktic¢an deo koji se zavrSava intenzivnom vezbom na terenu.

U vojnom podrucju polaznici moraju da prode kroz punkt za proveru (check point) gde se koriste
nedavna iskustva iz borbe na Balkanu, da posete simulaciju avganistanskog sela punog
pobunjenika i steknu njihovo poverenje i dobiju vazne informacije, ili da bezbedno predu minsko
polje.

,»lokom obuke na terenu polaznici ¢e usavrSavati svoje znanje pod pritiscima realisticnog
scenarija®, naveo je zapovednik kursa obuke Jirzi Adamec.

Civilno osoblje NATO-a ukljucuje zaposlene u sediStima i sluzbama NATO-a koji obavljaju
razli¢ite zadatke u vojnim operacijama na vojnim komandnim punktovima i samostalno. Pri
vrSenju svojih zadataka oni su Cesto izlozeni istim rizicima kao i vojnici, ali sa tom razlikom da
oni ne nose oruzje.

Vojska organizuje sli¢ne kurseve obuke za prezivljavanje za CeSke novinare, a odskora i za
diplomate koji se spremaju za odlazak u krizna podrucja ili ratne zone. Ovi veoma zahtevni
kursevi obuhvataju i iznenadne napade, ispitivanja kod islednika, i ogromne fizicke i psihicke
napore.

Ceska Republika je 2006. godine pobedila na konkursu koji je objavio zamenik generalnog
sekretara NATO-a za ljudske resurse, i od tada, poslednje cetiri godine, obucava civilne
zaposlene NATO-a. Svake godine 160 polaznika pohada ovaj kurs.



Prior to mission deployment NATO employees must spend one week in the Czech Republic

Each civilian NATO employee who is preparing for deployment on some mission or war zone
must spend a week in the Czech Republic. For the fourth year Czech military experts in Vyskov
train civilians in a special training course to survive in war zones and under crisis situations.

At the training base in VySkov the fourteenth survival training course for NATO employees has
begun right now.

For approximately forty trainees from several countries are able to learn about international
humanitarian laws relevant to peacekeeping operations and NATO missions, as well as
healthcare, physical and psychological training. Topography and Engineers’ course are also
ready for delivery.

During the course they will learn how to survive in unfamiliar or hostile environment and how to
drive combat vehicles in the field and how to communicate with the media and population, and
how to negotiate in crisis situations.

The training course is broken down into theoretical and practical parts which in the end culminate
in an intensive field exercise.

In a military area the trainees have to transit through a check point, using recent combat action
experience from the Balkan, and visit a simulated Afghan village full of insurgents and earn their
confidence and gain important information, or safely cross a mine field.

“During the field training trainees will be perfecting their knowledge under pressures of real
scenario,” stated the training course commander Jifi Adamec.

NATO civilian personnel includes employees of individual NATO headquarters and agencies
who perform various tasks in military operations at military command posts and alone. In
fulfilling their tasks they are frequently exposed to the same risks as soldiers with the difference
that they do not carry weapons.

Similar survival training courses are annually organised by the Army for Czech journalists and
more recently for diplomats who are preparing for assignments to crisis areas or war zones. The
exacting training course includes also sudden attacks, interrogations or enormous physical and
physical stress.

In 2006 the Czech Republic was winner of a competition announced by the NATO Deputy
Secretary General for Human Resources, and it has been training NATO civilian employees
already for the past four years. Each year 160 trainees pass this training course.



Specijalizovani kurs za pripadnike Vojske Srbije

Srbije koji je implementirala ceSka strana na Vojnoj akademiji u Beogradu proSle godine.

1 obrazovanje. Nastavak diskusije usredsredio se na specificne korake transformacije i pripreme
kontingenta Vojske Srbije za misiju u inostranstvu 2012. godine.

Komunikacija izmedu ¢eske ambasade u Beogradu koja je kontakt ambasada
4 NATO-a i rektora Univerziteta odbrane u Brnu imala je za rezultat
~, utvrdivanje sadrzaja trazenih predavanja za specijalizovani kurs koje
B priprema katedra Fakulteta za privredu i menadZment. U pripremi programa
predavanja ucestvovalo je i osoblje Komande snaga podrske u Stara
Boleslavu 1 14. brigade za logisticku podrSku u Pardubicama, kao i Distribucioni centar
Pardubice.

Sadrzaj predavanja koja su pocela u ponedeljak 15. marta na Univerzitetu odbrane u Brnu
usmeren je na planiranje logisticke podrske i projektovanje strukture nacionalnog elementa
podrske (NSE), kao i na nacin snabdevanja jedinica u stranim misijama.

Specialized training course for members of the Serbian Army

In compliance with the international cooperation development concept between the Defence
University Brno and the Military Academy in Belgrade there will be a specialised training course
for members of the Serbian Armed Forces held March 15 - 19, 2010.

The training course takes place at the Defence University in Brno. Primarily it includes lectures
and consultations dealing with planning and implementation of logistical support of individual
units operating in foreign missions.

New series of lectures follows up the learning process for the Serbian Republic Armed Forces’
officers implemented by the Czech side at the Military Academy in Belgrade last year. The
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lectures were focusing on the transformation of the Serbian Republic’s Armed Forces
concentrating on logistic support and education. A follow up discussion concentrated on specific
steps of transformation and preparation of the Serbian Armed Forces’ contingent for foreign
mission in 2012.

Communication between the Czech NATO Contact Embassy in Belgrade and the Rector of the
Defence University in Brno resulted in defining the content of requested lectures prepared by the
Teacher’s Desk of the Economy and Management Faculty for the specialised training course.
Preparation of the lecturing programme was shared by the personnel of Support Force Command
in Stara Boleslav and 14.Logistic Support Brigade, Pardubice, and Pardubice Distribution Centre.

Content of lectures which commenced on Monday March 15 at the Defence University in Brno is
aimed at logistic support planning and designing of the structure of National Support Element
(NSE), and of the way of supplying units in foreign missions. The scope of lectures will be
implemented in garrisons at Stard Boleslav and Pardubice. Chief lecturers come from the
Defence University and from the staff of Logical Support Command and 14.Brigade of Logistic
Support and the Distribution Centre.

Trainees — Serbian Republic Armed Forces’ officers will take part in the international logistic
workshop organised by the Multinational Centre for Coordination of Logistics held on
Wednesday March 17, 2010 in Prague as well.
