The Culture Center has opened in the generously reconstructed building with a modern extension in May 2011. It contains a library, a concert hall, creative workshops, citizen service center and a cafeteria. The Embassy initiated a cultural cooperation with the Culture Center and discussed the possibility to arrange a classical concert of Czech music in the concert hall. The Embassy took also initiative to introduce twin-city cooperation between Copenhagen North-West – Bispebjerg and Prag 6.
The exhibition will continue from Copenhagen to the second largest Danish city, Aarhus, and then to Viborg, Rudkøbing on Langeland and possibly to other Danish cities.
