Foreign Ministers discuss Georgia’s progress towards Euro-Atlantic integration

The NATO-Georgia Commission (NGC) met today to discuss the course of Georgia’s Euro-
Atlantic integration and process of reform. During the meeting, Allies reaffirmed their continued
support for Georgia’s membership aspirations.

“Our partnership with Georgia reached a different level following the Bucharest Summit decision
that Georgia will become a member of NATO, ” the Secretary General said.

Allies commended Georgia for the start of the implementation of its Annual National Programme
(ANP) and reiterated their commitment to continue strengthening dialogue and practical
cooperation with Georgia at all levels.

“NATO has been lending a helping hand, but it is the Georgians who ultimately have to deliver,”
said the Secretary General. “It is very encouraging to see that hard work and considerable effort on
the part of Georgian authorities is paying off.”

NATO ministers welcomed the progress Georgia showed in a number of reform areas. They also
congratulated Georgia for its role as a security provider and expressed appreciation for the country’s
decision to make a substantial contribution to ISAF. At the same time, they noted that much work
remains to be done and that both the Georgian Government and opposition forces must demonstrate
political will in implementing democratic reforms.

The NATO-Georgia Commission ministers reaffirmed their strong support for Georgia’s
independence, sovereignty and territorial integrity as recognised by international law and United
Nations Security Council resolutions.

NATO Ministers invite Montenegro to join MAP and encourage Bosnia and Herzegovina to
step up reforms

Allies decided today to grant Montenegro its request to join the Membership Action Plan (MAP),
a NATO programme of advice, assistance and practical support tailored to the individual needs of
countries that wish to join the Alliance. Allies also stated that Bosnia and Herzegovina will join
MAP, whenever there is progress in reforms.

“I congratulate Montenegro on their success. It’s the result of hard work,” said NATO Secretary
General Anders Fogh Rasmussen. “And with a sustained effort at further reform, today’s invitation
to join the MAP will be a stepping stone to the ultimate goal: full membership in the Atlantic
Alliance.”

Allies agreed that Bosnia and Herzegovina will also find its home in NATO and that it is not
a question of if it will join, but of when. At the same time, Allies noted that while progress has been
achieved in defence reform, there is not enough progress in other important reform areas.

During the discussion, NATO Allies welcomed the broad national consensus behind Bosnia and
Herzegovina’s request for MAP.

“The fact that three armies that so recently fought each other are now one, under one Defence
Ministry, is a real achievement,” the Secretary General said. “But it is also true that Bosnia-
Herzegovina has to do more. We have therefore decided that Bosnia-Herzegovina will join MAP
once it achieves the necessary progress in its reform efforts and we will keep Bosnia-Herzegovina's
progress under active review.”

“There should be no doubt in Bosnia-Herzegovina: we want to see you in MAP, and to see you in
NATO,” said the Secretary General. “We will work hard to support your hard work.”

NATO i Rusija saglasni o daljem napretku partnerstva

Savet NATO-Rusija (NRC) odrzao je formalni sastanak 4. decembra 2009. godine, uz ucesce
ministara spoljnih poslova Alijanse i ruskog ministra spoljnih poslova Sergeja Lavrova.

,,Odnos NATO-a i Rusije koje je pun poverenja i produktivan vazan je ne samo sa bezbednost
u Evropi, ve¢ zaista i u celom svetu®, rekao je predsedavaju¢i NRC-a, Anders Fog Rasmusen,
odmah po otvaranju sednice. ,, Nas cilj treba da bude izgradnja pravog strateskog partnerstva



izmedu NATO-a i Rusije, zasnovanog na poverenju, zajednickim stanovistima i zajednickim
ciljevima. To mozda nece biti ve¢ sutradan — ali danasnji sastanak bice vazan korak u pravom
pravcu.

Ministri su detaljno razmotrili politicka i bezbednosna pitanja sa kojima se
suoCava evro-atlantsko podru¢je. Narocito su razmenili misljenja
o situaciji u Avganistanu, ¢ija se stabilnost smatra zajedni¢kim ciljem svih
29 ¢lanova NRC-a. Usaglasili su se oko toga da postoje pravi potencijali
daljeg razvoja postojeCe saradnje i1 pruzanja viSe podrSke vlastima
u Avganistanu u cilju poboljSanja bezbednosti u toj zemlji.

Ministri su doneli veliki broj vaznih odluka u cilju potkrepljivanja ovog odnosa, §to odrazava novu
politi¢ku klimu u partnerstvu NATO-a i Rusije.

Prvo su usaglasili Program rada NRC-a za 2010. godinu, koji predstavlja ambiciozan niz poduhvata
fokusiranih na odredenu broj prioritetnih oblasti kao $to su politicki dijalog, prakticna saradnja
isaradnja izmedu vojnih snaga. Spisak projekata obuhvata mnoga pitanja koja se odnose na
saradnju u vezi sa Avganistanom, borbu protiv terorizma, raketnu odbranu, planiranje u slucaju
vanrednih situacija i civilnu zastitu, nau¢nu saradnju, odnose sa medunarodnom javnos$c¢u, i mnoge
druge oblasti.

Ministri su takode odobrili i ¢itav niz mera u cilju poboljSanja metoda rada samog NRC-a, kako bi
postao jos vise usmeren na rezultate i struktura sa veCom politiCkom relevantnoscu.

Zajednicka revizija
Ministri spoljnih poslova su odlucili i da pokrenu Zajednicku reviziju bezbednosnih izazova XXI

veka. Ideju za takvo preispitivanje prvi je izneo Generalni sekretar NATO-a, Anders Fog
Rasmusen, u svom obrac¢anju skupu Briselu septembra ove godine.

U ovoj fazi je 29 clanica NRC-a utvrdilo koje su to teme kojima ¢e se ova revizija baviti:
Avganistan, terorizam (ukljucuju¢i tu i ranjivost vazne infrastrukture), gusarstvo, Sirenje oruzja
masovnog uniStenja i njihova isporuka, kao i prirodne katastrofe i nesrece koje je Covek izazvao.
Sadrzajni rad na ovoj reviziji trebalo bi da vodi izradi dokumenta do kraja slede¢e godine.

NATO and Russia agree to move partnership forward

The NATO-Russia Council (NRC) held its formal session on 4 December 2009, with the
participation of Allied Foreign Ministers and Russian Foreign Minister Sergei Lavrov.

“A trusting, productive NATO-Russia relationship is important not just for European security, but
indeed for global security,” said the Chairman of the NRC, Anders Fogh Rasmussen, upon opening
the session. “Our goal should be to build a true strategic partnership between NATO and Russia,
based on trust, shared views and shared goals. That may not be for tomorrow — but today’s meeting
will be an important step in the right direction.”

Ministers thoroughly debated political and security issues facing the Euro-Atlantic area. In
particular they exchanged views on the situation in Afghanistan, whose stability is considered a
shared goal for all 29 members of the NRC. They agreed that there is real potential to build on
existing cooperation and offer more support for the efforts of the Afghan authorities to improve
security in that country.

Reflecting a new political climate in the NATO-Russia partnership, ministers took a number of
important decisions aimed at re-invigorating this relationship.

First, they agreed on the NRC Work Programme for 2010. It is an ambitious set of undertakings,
centred on a number of priority areas such as political dialogue, practical cooperation and military-
to-military cooperation. The list of projects is a comprehensive one, covering cooperation on
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Afghanistan, the fight against terrorism, missile defence, civil emergency planning and civil
protection, scientific cooperation, public diplomacy, and numerous other areas.

Second, ministers approved a set of measures aimed at improving the working methods of the NRC
itself, to make it an even more result-oriented and politically relevant structure.

Joint Review

Third, Foreign Ministers pressed a launch button on a Joint Review of 21* Century Common
Security Challenges. The idea for such a review was first put forward by the NATO Secretary
General, Anders Fogh Rasmussen, in a key speech delivered in Brussels in September this year.

At this stage, 29 NRC members identified the following topics to be the subject of the review:
Afghanistan, terrorism (including the vulnerability of critical infrastructure), piracy, proliferation of
weapons of mass destruction and their means of delivery, as well as natural and man-made
disasters. Substantive work on the review is expected to produce a document by the end of next
year.

Prezentacije za kojima ¢e uslediti panel diskusije omoguci¢e zalazenje u dubinu problema kroz
razgovore o Cetiri opSte teme: buduénost multilateralnih rezima i inicijativa o neSirenju oruZzja,
sadaSnje regionalne pretnje i1 izazovi Sirenja naoruzanja (posebni paneli bi¢e posveceni Bliskom
istoku 1 Aziji), doprinos NATO-a medunarodnim naporima na podrucju kontrole naoruzanja,
razoruzanja i neSirenja naoruzanja, kao 1 terorizam 1 §irenje oruzja masovnog unistenja.

Bi¢e obuhvaceni svi aspekti neSirenja oruzja masovnog unistenja, ukljucujuéi tu i primenu

WMD proliferation the focus of annual NATO conference

More than 100 senior officials representing countries from five continents as well as a number of
international organizations and academic institutions will meet on 10 and 11 December in Warsaw,
Poland, for the annual NATO Conference on Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD), Arms Control,
Disarmament and Non-Proliferation.

Hosted by the Polish Ministry of Foreign Affairs the conference gathers participants from NATO
and partner nations, including countries from the Alliance's Mediterranean Dialogue and Istanbul
Cooperation Initiative, the Gulf Cooperation Council and the Asia-Pacific region.

The Chairman of the International Commission on Nuclear Non-Proliferation and Disarmament, the
US Under Secretary of State for Arms Control and International Security, the Executive Secretary
of the Comprehensive Test-Ban Treaty Organisation, and high officials from a number of countries
and organizations are among the speakers.

Addressing key issues

Presentations followed by panel discussions, will allow in-depth debate on four general themes: the
future of multilateral non-proliferation regimes and initiatives, current regional proliferation threats
and challenges (with separate panels devoted to the Middle East and Asia), NATO’s contribution to
international efforts in the area of arms control, disarmament and non-proliferation, as well as
terrorism and WMD proliferation.

All aspects of WMD non-proliferation will be covered, including the implementation of the United
Nations Security Council Resolution 1540, the expectations for the 2010 Non-Proliferation Treaty
Review Conference, export controls, NATO’s role in the area of arms control, disarmament and
non-proliferation, as well as regional initiatives and national contributions to the non-proliferation
efforts of the international community.

This is the first NATO event of its kind to be held since the Alliance adopted its new
Comprehensive, Strategic-Level Policy for Preventing the Proliferation of Weapons of Mass
Destruction (WMD) and Defending Against Chemical, Biological and Nuclear (CBRN) Threats.
The Policy was endorsed by NATO Heads of State and Government at the Strasbourg/Kehl Summit
in April 2009, then declassified and made public in September 2009.

Previous events on the challenges of WMD proliferation were held in Rome in 2004, in Sofia
in 2005, in Vilnius in 2007, and in Berlin in 2008.

Ovaj Koncept je zvani¢ni dokument koji definiSe svrhu 1 prirodu NATO-a, kao i njegove osnovne
bezbednosne zadatke, a takode i navodi osnovna svojstva promenjenog bezbednosnog okruzenja,
odreduje elemente pristupa Alijanse bezbednosnim pitanjima 1 pruza smernice za dalje
prilagodavanje njenih vojnih snaga. Sadasnja verzija, koja je poslednji put revidirana 1999. godine,
izradena je pre napada na SAD 11. septembra, misije u Avganistanu i prikljucenja devet novih
drzava ¢lanica.

Generalni sekretar sazvao je ovu Siroko zasnovanu Grupu eksperata u cilju olakSanja ovog procesa
posle samita u Strazburu i Kelu aprila meseca, kada su lideri NATO-a podrzali ,,.Deklaraciju
o bezbednosti Alijanse” kojom se, izmedu ostalog, ukazuje potreba za novim StrateSkim



konceptom.

Rad Grupe eksperata odvija se u dve faze. Tokom prve, faze razmatranja, GE ¢e odrZati seminare u
cetiri zemlje ¢lanice NATO-a, od kojih ¢e svaki biti posveéen razli¢itim temama koje su od vaznosti
za novi Strateski koncept. Tokom druge faze, faze konsultacija, Grupa eksperata ¢e putovati u svaki
glavni grad drzava ¢lanica NATO-a da bi tamo neposredno predstavili svoja razmisljanja vladama,
i cilju dobijanja pocetnih komentara i povratnih informacija.

Tada ¢e Generalni sekretar delovati u smislu unapredenja tog procesa te ¢e, na osnovu reakcija iz
pojedinih drzava i politiCkih smernica, pripremiti prvi nacrt novog StrateSkog koncepta za
pregovore tokom kasnog leta i jeseni 2010. godine, pri ¢emu ¢e se odobrenje traziti na sledecem
samitu NATO-a.

Grupa eksperata ukljucuje Sirok spektar velikih 1 malih ¢lanica NATO-a i predstavlja uravnotezenu
kombinaciju stru¢njaka iz samog NATO-a 1 izvan njega, ukljucujudi tu i privatni sektor, ekspertske
grupe 1 akademsku zajednicu. Dr Medlin Olbrajt, bivsi drzavni sekretar SAD, predsedava ovom
grupom, dok je potpredsedavaju¢i gospodin Jeroen van der Ver, bivsi generalni direktor Rojal Da¢
Sela.

ACO SR leaders give input to new NATO Strategic Concept

The twelve member Group of Experts (GoE), chaired by Dr Madeleine Albright, met yesterday with
the Supreme Allied Commander Europe, Admiral James Stavridis and Allied Command Operations
senior leaders for a fact-finding discussion as part of the process to lay the groundwork for NATO’s
updated Strategic Concept.

The Concept is an official document that outlines NATO’s enduring purpose and nature and its
fundamental security tasks. It also sets out the key features of the changed security environment,
specifies the elements of the Alliance’s approach to security and provides guidelines for the further
adaptation of its military forces. Last revised in 1999, the current version predates the attacks on
the USA on 09/11, the mission in Afghanistan and the ascension of 9 new member states.

The Secretary General convened the broad-based GoE to facilitate the process after the Strasbourg-
Kehl Summit in April where NATO leaders endorsed the “Declaration on Alliance Security”: which,
inter alia, called for a new Strategic Concept.

The GoE work is in two phases. In the first, reflection phase, the GoE will hold seminars in four
NATO countries each devoted to different topics of relevance to the new Strategic Concept. During
the second, consultation phase, the GoE will travel to each NATO capital to present their thinking
directly to governments with a view to receiving initial comment and feedback.

The Secretary General will then take the process forward and, on the basis of national reactions and
political guidance, will prepare the first draft of the new Strategic Concept for negotiation during
the late summer and autumn 2010 with approval sought at the next NATO Summit.

The GoE represents a broad spectrum of large and small NATO members and offers a balanced
combination of insiders and outsiders, including from the private sector, think tanks and the
academic community. Dr. Madeleine Albright, former US Secretary of State, chairs the group with
Mr. Jeroen van der Veer, former CEO in Royal Dutch Shell, as vice-chair.

South East Europe Security Cooperation Steering Group publishes 2009 report

Albania, one of NATO’s newest members, chaired the South East Europe Security Cooperation
Steering Group (SEEGROUP) in 2009, becoming the first Allied nation to do so. The Chair has
recently published its year-end report outlining the key areas of emphasis and activities that have
guided the group over the last year.

The Chair’s report writes that the year was “a good mix of high level visitors from the regional
countries and international organizations based in the South East Europe, interesting subjects of
regional relevance and concrete cooperation projects”.

NATO's South East Europe Initiative is a series of programmes and activities aimed at promoting
regional cooperation and long-term stability in the Balkans. It is an informal and open-ended group,
set up in 2000 as part of the South East European Initiative.

Albania along with Croatia joined NATO at the Strasbourg-Kehl Summit in April this year,
becoming the Alliance’s two newest members.

Generalni sekretar NATO-a, Anders Fog Rasmusen, doputovao je
k| uMoskvu i u prestonici Rusije suoCio se sa pravim zimskim vremenom.
Medutim, topla dobrodoslica kojom su ga docekali ruski domacini
u potpunosti je neutralisala nisku temperaturu. Generalni sekretar je
16. decembra poceo radni dan razgovorom sa ruskim ministrom spoljnih
poslova, Sergejem Lavrovom.

Razgovorili su se vodili 0 neophodnim naporima koji su potrebni za sprovodenje nedavne odluke
29 ministara spoljnih poslova Saveta NATO-Rusija, uklju¢ujuéi tu i zajedni¢ko preispitivanje
bezbednosnih izazova XXI veka. UceS¢e Rusije u medunarodnim naporima stabilizacije
Avganistana takode je bilo predmet podrobnih razgovora. Generalni sekretar je potom posetio ruski
parlament, gde je razgovarao sa Sergejem Mironovom, predsednikom Saveta federacije.

Kasnije se gospodin Rasmusen u Kremlju sastao sa predsednikom Dmitrijem Medvedevom.
U prijateljskoj 1 otvorenoj atmosferi drzavnici su razgovarali o novoj fazi u odnosima NATO-a
1 Rusije. Narocito su se usredsredili na podrucja od zajedni¢kog interesa, gde je saradnja zasnovana
na solidnim temeljima obostranih interesa, kao S$to su Avganistan i borba protiv terorizma.

Generalni sekretar potvrdio je predsedniku da je ponovno pokretanje partnerstva NATO-a i Rusije
1 dalje jedan od njegovih prioriteta na kormilu NATO-a. Poslednji sastanak tog dana odrzan je sa
premijerom Vladimirom Putinom. Oba lidera naglasila su licnu odgovornost za razvoj partnerstva
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izmedu Alijanse i Rusije, kako je i primereno kada se radi o osnivac¢ima Saveta NATO-Rusija koji
je uspostavljen 2002. godine.

Generalni sekretar i premijer Putin vodili su opsezne razgovore o sadaSnjim bezbednosnim
pitanjima u Evropi, naro€ito o situaciji u Gruziji i sporazumu o konvencionalnim vojnim snagama
(CFE).

Poslednjeg dana boravka u Moskvi, 17. decembra, Generalni sekretar Anders Fog Rasmusen
nastavio je politicke razgovore i bio u kontaktu sa ruskom javno$c¢u. Sastao se sa gospodinom
Borisom Grizlovom, predsednikom drzavne Dume, 1 drugim c¢lanovima ruskog parlamenta.
Razgovori su obuhvatili ¢itav niz pitanja, od Avganistana, gde je problem sa narkoticima naglaSen,
pa sve do Sireg dijaloga izmedu parlamentaraca iz zemalja ¢lanica Alijanse 1 Rusije.

Razgovori sa gospodinom Nikolajem Patrusevom, sekretarom Saveta za bezbednost, bili su s druge
strane fokusirani na takve bezbednosne izazove kao $to su borba protiv terorizma, Sirenje oruzja
masovnog unistenja i gusarstvo. Generalni sekretar posetio je popodne Kancelariju za informisanje
NATO-a (NIO) i sastao se osobljem NIO-a i Misije za vezu tokom posete Institutu za medunarodne
odnose u Moskvi. Na skupu koji je organizovao Karnegijev centar u Moskvi Generalni sekretar
odrZao je govor pod naslovom ,,NATO i Rusija kao partneri za buduénost*.

U svom obracanju rekao je sledece: ,, Dopustite mi da vam nesto veoma jasno kazem kao Generalni
sekretar NATO-a: NATO nikada nece napasti Rusiju. Nikada. A mislimo da Rusija nece napasti
NATO. Prestalo je to da nas zabrinjava, a i Rusija ne bi trebalo da se vise zabrinjava oko toga “.

Posle govora usledila je diskusija sa studentima, vojnim kadetima i1 clanovima akademske
zajednice.

NATO Secretary General holds talks with Russian leaders

The Secretary General of NATO, Anders Fogh Rasmussen, arrived in Moscow in the midst of some
real winter weather in the Russian capital. However, the warm welcome extended by his Russian
hosts fully compensated for the cold temperature. On 16 December, the Secretary General began his
working day with a discussion with Foreign Minister Sergey Lavrov.

Talks centered on the necessary work needed to implement the recent decisions taken by the
29 Foreign Ministers of the NATO-Russia Council (NRC), including a joint review of 21st century
security challenges. Russian participation in international efforts to stabilise Afghanistan was also
discussed in detail. The Secretary General then visited the Russian Parliament for talks with Sergey
Mironov, Chairman of the Federation Council.

Later, Mr Rasmussen met with President Dmitry Medvedev at the Kremlin. In a friendly and open
atmosphere, both statesmen talked about the new phase in NATO-Russia relations. They focused in
particular on areas of common interest, where cooperation is based on a solid foundation of shared
interest, such as Afghanistan and the fight against terrorism.

The Secretary General confirmed to the President that the relaunch of the NATO-Russian
partnership remains one of his priorities at the helm of NATO. The last meeting of the day was held
with Prime Minister Vladimir Putin. Both leaders stressed personal responsibility for developing the
partnership between the Alliance and Russia, as befitting two of the founding fathers of the NATO-
Russia Council set up in 2002.

The Secretary General and Prime Minister Putin discussed extensively current European security
issues, in particular the situation in Georgia and the CFE Treaty.

On 17 December, the last day of his stay in Moscow, Secretary General Anders Fogh Rasmussen
continued his political talks and engaged with the Russian public. He met Mr Boris Gryzlov,
Chairman of the State Duma, and other members of the Russian Parliament. Discussion ranged



from the issue of Afghanistan, where the problem of drugs was highlighted, as well as the broader
dialogue between parliamentarians from Allied countries and Russia.

The talks with Mr Nikolai Patrushev, the Secretary of the Security Council, were in turn focused on
such security challenges as the fight against terrorism, proliferation of Weapons of Mass
Destruction and piracy. In the afternoon, the Secretary General paid a visit to the NATO
Information Office (NIO), meeting NIO and Military Liaison Mission staff. The last engagement
took Mr Rasmussen to the Moscow Institute of International Relations. At an event organized by
the Carnegie Moscow Centre, the Secretary General delivered a speech "NATO and Russia,
partners for the future".

In his address he said, "Let me say one thing very clearly as NATO Secretary General: NATO will
never attack Russia. Never. And we do not think Russia will attack NATO. We have stopped
worrying about that and Russia should stop worrying about that as well."

The speech was followed by a discussion with students, military cadets and academics.

Vojska ce koristi nova oklopna vozila u Avganistanu sledece godine

] Nova oklopna vozila Pandur II koristice IV brigada za brza dejstva. Prvih
17 vozila ve¢ je stiglo od dobavljaca, a ova jedinica ve¢ je uspela da obuci Cetiri
kompletne posade.

Trenutno je u toku obuka instruktora za dodatne posade za rukovanje sistemima
oruzja RCWS-30 koji se nalaze na kupoli oklopnih vozila.

Ova oklopna vozila imaju tridesetmilimetarski top, nose dva protivtenkovska ili
viSenamenska projektila i mogu da lansiraju dimne granate, a opremljena su i viSenamenskom
masinskom puskom od 7,62 mm.

Ceska vojska treba do 2013. godine da dobije ukupno 107 oklopnih vozila tipa Pandur II. Prva
partija ovih vozila proizvedena je u Austriji, a ostala vozila bi¢e kompletirana u objektu Vojensky
opravarensky podnik u Senovu kod Novi Ji¢ina.

The Army will deploy the new armoured vehicles in Afghanistan next year

It is the 4th Rapid Deployment Brigade which will be equipped with new Pandur II armoured
vehicles. Troops have already received from the supplier the first 17 vehicles. The unit has already
trained 4 complete crews.

Training of trainers and instructors of additional crews in handling remotely controlled RCWS-30
weapon systems fitted at the armoured vehicle turret is on going.
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The armoured vehicle is equipped with a 30 mm cannon, and with a carrier of two antitank or
multipurpose missiles and launchers of smoke grenades, as well as with a 7.62 mm multipurpose
machine gun.

By 2013 the Czech Army should receive a total of 107 Pandur II armoured vehicles. The first batch
of vehicles were produced in Austria and the remaining vehicles will be completed at Vojensky
opravarensky podnik in Senov near Novy Ji¢in.

Vojnici se spremaju za punu gotovost u okviru NATO-a

U vojnoj oblasti Libava odrZzava se dvonedeljni kurs obuke za specijalni
kontingent ceskih vojnika koji ¢e se pridruziti snagama NATO-a za brzo
reagovanje (NRF). Ve¢ od januara imace status gotovosti i moZe se ocekivati da
¢e ta jedinica biti angazovana prakti¢no svuda u svetu.

Kontingenti koji imaju oko dvesta vojnika prolaze obuku za ¢itav niz zadataka,
od osnovne odbrane, preko izgradnje kombinovanih lokacija do odbrane konvoja
od napada.

NRF predstavlja posebne multinacionalne jedinice Alijanse za situacije gde je neophodno odmah
reagovati u bilo kom delu sveta. Takve jedinice spremne su za razliCite misije, ukljucujuci
tu i civilnu odbranu i mirovne snage, ili upotrebu sile. Ceska vojska se u proslosti veé¢ angaZovala
u okviru NRF-a, na primer jedinica hemijske odbrane iz Libereca, koja je imala vodecu ulogu
u okviru celog medunarodnog puka.

NRF predstavlja najvaznije snage NATO-a kada se radi o reSavanju kriznih situacija. Od jeseni
2006. godine NRF ima gotovost za operaciono angazovanje 25 hiljada vojnika. Drzave ¢lanice
NATO-a usaglasile su se o povecanju ekspedicionih snaga na samitu u Pragu 2002. godine.

Alijansa je ve¢ angazovala neke jedinice na pruzanju pomoc¢i u ugrozenim podru¢jima posle
uragana Katrina u Sjedinjenim DrZava i posle zemljotresa u Pakistanu.

Troops are gearing up for a half-year readiness in NATO

At the Libava Military Area there is a two-week training course for a special contingent of Czech
soldiers who will join the NATO Response Forces (NRF). As of January they will be in readiness
status and may be required to deploy the unit practically at anywhere in the world.

Approximately two-hundred-member contingents undergo the training of a whole spectrum
of tasks, starting with base defence, then building of cross-over locations and the defence of
convoys under attack.

NREF represents special multinational units serving the Alliance in situations where it is necessary
to respond immediately any place in the world. They are ready to fulfil a variety of missions,
including civil defence and peacekeeping, or use of force. In the past the Czech Army has deployed
with NRF and an example of this was the chemical warfare unit from Liberec who were in
command of the entire multinational regiment.

NRF is the most important NATO force in solving crisis situations. Since the autumn of 2006 NRF
has been ready for operational deployment with 25 thousand soldiers. NATO Member States agreed
on the rise of expedition forces at the Prague Summit in 2002.

The Alliance has already deployed units to provide assistance in depressed areas following the
Katrina hurricane in the United States and after the earthquake in Pakistan.
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Odobre srednjorocni koncept misija

Ceska vlada je 30. novembra 2009. godine odobrila srednjoro¢ni koncept
angazovanja CeSke Republike u operacijama u inostranstvu, koji su zajedno
odneli ministar odbrane Martin Bartak i1 ministar spoljnih poslova Jan Kohout).

Dokument pod naslovom ,,Srednjoro¢ni koncept angazovanja Ceske Republike
u operacijama u inostranstvu® omogucéava stvaranje sistemskog okruzenja
za stabilnost 1 dugoro¢nu perspektivu kod planiranja operacija i definiSe osnovna podruc¢ja na
kojima Ceska Republika smatra da ée se operativno angaZovati u periodu od 2011. do 2013. godine.

Do sada je proces odobravanja angazovanja vojnika usaglasavalo ministarstvo odbrane na
godiSnjem nivou. Medutim, iskustvo je pokazalo da je ovaj vremenski period nedovoljan i da ne
obezbeduje dovoljno vremena za obuku kadrova i celishodno planiranje, kao i da ne omogucava
politicku transparentnost u odnosu prema drugim ¢lanicama Alijanse 1 delotvornu ekonomsko
planiranje.

Ovaj dokument koji je vlada usvojila sada dakle predvida duZi period, a i dalje je u okvirima
parlamenta Ceske Republike. Odobrenje za angazovanje vojnika i ministarstva odbrane u stranim
mirovnim i drugim operacijama sada se predvida za period od dve godine, pri ¢emu postoji i okvir
za tre¢u godinu. Time se ne iskljucuju zahtevi za dodatnim ovlaséenjima i njihovo odobravanje
u cilju reagovanja na neocekivane situacije.

Kada se radi o angaZovanju u posebnim podru¢jima za koje Ceska Republika pretpostavlja da ¢e se
nastaviti, ali da ¢e u buducnosti postepeno jenjavati, onda govorimo o angazovanju na Kosovu u
skladu sa opstom politikom Alijanse i misijom KFOR-a.

Angazovanje Ceske Republike u smislu vojnika i podrske operacijama u Avganistanu nastavice se
na Cetiri polja: rekonstrukcija i obnova, razvoj bezbednosnih snaga, operacije specijalnih snaga
1 omogucavanje dodatnih kapaciteta u obezbedivanju podrske multinacionalnih snaga ISAF-a.

Planirano je produzavanje odgovornosti odbrane vazdusnog prostora baltickih zemalja najmanje do
2012. godine u okviru tekucih operacija Alijanse. Takode ¢e se nastaviti angazovanje u snagama za
reagovanje NATO-a i EU. Predvida se i u¢es¢e u drugim misijama medunarodne zajednice u vidu
slanja eksperata u Stabove, timove za monitoring ili razli¢ite posmatracke misije.

The medium-term concept of missions has been approved

On November 30, 2009 the Czech government approved the medium-term concept of the Czech
Republic’s engagement in foreign operations, submitted jointly by the Minister of Defence (Martin
Bartak) and the Minister of Foreign Affairs (Jan Kohout).

The document “Medium-Term Concept of the Czech Republic’s Engagement in Foreign
Operations” enables the creation of systemic environment for stability and long-term perspective in
planning operations and defines the basic areas within which the Czech Republic envisions its
operation to take place from 2011 to 2013.

Until now the approval process of force deployment was agreed annually by the Ministry
of Defence. However, experience shows that this period of time was insufficient and does not allow
enough time to train personnel, provide effective planning, allow political transparency vis-a-vis
allies, and allow effective economic planning.

Therefore the document approved by the government now anticipates a longer period and remains
within the framework of the Parliament of the Czech Republic. Approval for the deployment of
forces and use of Ministry of Defence in foreign peacekeeping and other operations is now forecast
for a period of two years, with an outlook for a following third year. This does not exclude the
actual submissions and approvals of additional mandates in order to respond to unexpected
situations.
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With regards to specific areas of engagement the Czech Republic assumes to preserve, but in the
future gradually fade out, its engagement in Kosovo in compliance with the Alliance’s overall
policy to the KFOR mission.

The Czech Republic’s engagement of forces and assistance in operations in Afghanistan will
continue in four areas: Reconstruction and renewal, building of security forces, operation of special
forces and provision of additional capabilities in ensuring support by ISAF multinational forces.

The responsibility of the defence of Baltic countries’ airspace is planned to continue until at least
2012 within the framework of ongoing alliance operation. Engagement in the NATO and EU
Response Forces will continue as well. Participation in other missions within the international
community in the form of dispatching experts to staffs, monitoring teams or various observatory
missions is envisaged.

Novi transportni vazduhoplovi za ¢eSke trupe

Pocetkom 2010. godine cesko vazduhoplovstvo dobice prvu od cetiri nove
transportne letelice C-295M CASA. Projekat ve¢ izradenih letelica namenjenih
eskim vazdu$nim snagama potice iz Spanije. Intenzivan program obuke letackih
itehnickih kadrova odvija se u centru za obuku u Sevilji, gde su letelice
i proizvedene.

Prva od cetiri letelice CASA koju su porucile oruzane snage siSla je za proizvodne linije
10. novembra, a prva dva ceska pilota ve¢ su u njoj leteli. Premijera u Ceskoj Republici trebalo
bi da se odigra u januaru, u vazdusnoj bazi Prag-Kbeli.

U Spagliji je sada u toku obuka dvoclane letacke posade i dvanaest clanova zemaljskog tehnickog
tima. Ceski piloti trebalo bi da dobiju drugu letelicu tokom marta 2010. godine, a preostale dve do
kraja 2010. godine.

Nova letelica C-295M zamenice zastarelu letelicu An-26 ruske proizvodnje, ¢iji vek upotrebe istice
u periodu izmedu 2012. i 2014. godine. Ove letelice vise ne ispunjavaju vazece uslove koji se
odnose na buku, emisije i potro$nju goriva. Ministarstvo odbrane planira da vojni transport ima
podrsku dve letelica tipa C-130 Hercules srednje veliCine, osim pomenuta Cetiri vazduhoplova
CASA. Ministarstvo odbrane zainteresovano je za cCetiri letelice koje su ve¢ u upotrebi — dve za
operacije, a dve za rezervne delove.

U prolece 2009. godine vlada je odobrila kupovinu Cetiri letelice CASA C-295M od konzorcijuma
EADS, imaju¢i u vidu da je takve kupovina potrebna radi transporta i snabdevanja ¢eskih vojnika
u misijama, kao i za humanitarne operacije kakvo je spasavanje ¢eskih gradana iz opasnih podrucja.

Jedan CASA kao pet lovaca

Zanimljivo je da ¢e cenu od 3,5 milijardi ¢eskih kruna za prvu transportnu letelicu vojska platiti
umanjujuci za pet broj podzvucnih letelica L-159. Deo ugovora takode se odnosi na opstu logisticku
podrsku i obezbedivanje obuke, §to je obuhvac¢eno cenom.

New transport aircraft for Czech troops

In early 2010 the Czech Air Force will receive the first out of the four new transport aircraft
C-295M CASA. The design of the already completed aircraft for the Czech AF comes from Spain.
An intensive training programme for flying and technical personnel has been under taken at the
training centre in Sevilla, where the aircraft are produced.

First of the four CASA aircraft ordered by the armed forces has left the production line on
November 10 and the first two Czech pilots have already flown it. In the Czech Republic the
premiere should take place in January at the Prague-Kbely Air Base.
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In Spain the training of two-member flying crew and twelve ground technical staff and other
specialists is under way. The Czech pilots should get the second aircraft during March 2010 and the
remaining two by the end of 2010.

New C-295M aircraft will replace the obsolete An-26 aircraft, a Russian production. The lifecycle
of whose will expire in 2012 — 2014. These aircraft no longer meet current requirements in terms of
noisiness, emissions and fuel consumption. The Ministry of Defence plan that military transport is
to be supported by a pair of medium C-130 Hercules machines, in addition to the four CASA
aircraft. The Ministry of Defence is interested in four aircraft already in operation - two for
operation and two for use as spare parts.

The government approved the purchase of four CASA C-295M aircraft from EADS consortium in
the spring of 2009 with the understanding that the purchase is required for transporting of and
supplying the Czech troops in missions, as well as for humanitarian operations such as for rescuing
Czech citizens from hazardous areas.

One CASA in exchange for five fighters

Interestingly with a price tag of CZK 3.5 billion, the Army will pay for the first transport aircraft by
reducing by five subsonic L-159 aircraft. Part of the contract will also include overall logistic
support and provision for training and this has been calculated in the total price.
