1. Background 
CzDA provides assistance to the Republic of Moldova in Water and Sanitation sector on the base of signed agreement “Development Cooperation Programme for Moldova 2011-2017”. The new “Program” for years 2018 -2023 is under preparation and will be finalized in 2017.

The Programme defines main topics of the Czech Development Cooperation in the sector as:
• Cooperation in the protection and exploitation of water resources;

• Cooperation in sanitation;

• Cooperation in waste management;

• Cooperation in alleviating environmental burdens.
Development cooperation should allow the Republic of Moldova to face its responsibilities and challenges in the implementation of the Association Agreement and the acquis communautaire .

Projects beneficiaries are municipalities, state institutions as well as civil society and communities in the Republic of Moldova. CzDA cooperates with Moldovan sector stakeholders at the national, district and local level.

2. Objectives of the consultancy:
CzDA is looking for suitable candidate for a position of National Consultant for the Water and Sanitation sector in Republic of Moldova. Consulting services will be provided to improve coordination and implementation efforts and activities within the Water and Sanitation sector. The services will assist CzDA and to strengthen the process of planning, designing and monitoring of the projects in the assigned  sector as well as with preparation of relevant part of Development Cooperation Program 2018-2023  
Expected focus of the consultancy: wastewater treatment, water treatment.
Specifically he/she will:
· Provide support in monitoring of the running projects (quality review of the project deliverables; timely identification of the bottlenecks like deviation from the project documentation, legal issues, lack of ownership by the implementing agency, etc.; proposal of solutions to the identified issues)
· Provide support in identifying and planning of the new projects (needs assessment, problem and risk analysis, legal and regulatory framework, statistics and data gathering & analysis, government strategies and action plans, project indicators setting etc.)
· Provide support in designing of the new projects (support of the communication with beneficiaries, statistics and data gathering, legal and regulatory framework analysis, etc.)
· Support the cooperation and coordination with the relevant stakeholders (Ministry of Environment, Ministry of Regional Development and Construction, Regional Development Agencies, LPA, NGOs, state institutions, etc.)
· Support the cooperation and coordination with other donor organizations in water supply and sanitation areas 
3. Details of how the work should be delivered 

The consultant will work on specific tasks on the base of specified written order from the Embassy or CzDA (General Contract to be signed). The timeline for each specific task will be agreed.

The services are expected to be provided during the year 2017 with possibility of extension for another year. 

Expected maximum of consultation hours required per year: 240.

Payment shall be based upon outputs, i.e. upon delivery of the services specified in the order once per 3 months.

4. Performance indicators for evaluation of results:

The performance of work will be evaluated based on the following indicators:
· Completion of tasks specified in order;

· Compliance with the established deadlines for submission of deliverables;

· Professional quality of the deliverables.
5. Qualifications and experience:
· At least 5 years of proven experience in Water and Sanitation sector with focus on operational and technical matters related to wastewater treatment and water treatment  
· Education in a relevant field
· Excellent organizational skills with the ability to set priorities and meet the deadlines
· Familiarity with relevant national strategies, standards and regulatory framework related to the Water and Sanitation sector
· Communication, presentation skills 

· Command of English language, both oral and written, mandatory

· Knowledge of Romanian and/or Russian language, mandatory

· Previous similar work experience with international organizations and/or government programmes in relevant areas will be an asset
The Consultant must perform his/her duties independently and impartially and must not be in any relationship with implementing partners of CzDA throughout the duration of the General Contract.
