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Madam President, 

The Czech Republic aligns itself with the EU statement.

We thank the Special Rapporteur, Mr. Tom Andrews, for his insightful oral progress report and we reassure him of our full support for his mandate.

The Czech Republic strongly condemns the ongoing widespread lethal attacks against civilians perpetrated by the military junta and we call upon the junta to abide by the international law and international human rights commitments.
The rapidly rising number of civilians killed by the state security forces, now exceeding 1000, is an appalling sign of an utmost disrespect for the life of the people of Myanmar. The Czech Republic is also deeply concerned about the thousands of arrested, as well as the reports of Covid-19 infection spreading in the prisons overcrowded by political prisoners, who do not receive proper health care.

We join the Special Rapporteur and call upon the military junta to immediately cease the persecution of independent journalists, lawyers and human rights defenders. We urge the junta to unconditionally release all arbitrarily detained.
The Czech Republic appreciates the role of NUG that is laying the groundwork for resuming the democratic transition violently interrupted by the failed military coup. The Czech Republic is ready and willing to support this process, as we have already done by a clear and vocal support for imposing sanctions against individuals and entities responsible for the human rights violations and abuses in the country.
Given the reports on an upward trend of gender-based violence, what actions can be taken to prevent the deteriorating human rights situation of women and girls in Myanmar?
