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The Czech Republic aligns itself with the EU statement. 

Madam Special Rapporteur, 

we wish to thank you for your report. As the situation in Belarus continues to deteriorate in a climate of fear and lack of accountability, we deem your reporting to be even more important and we fully support the extension of your mandate. We urge Belarus to engage in a constructive dialogue with you.      
Your report documents the ongoing wave of repression with evidence of massive human rights violations, including torture and ill treatment of arbitrarily detained persons, judicial and administrative harassment of dissenters and criminalization of activities promoting internationally recognized human rights.  
We join your call on the Belarusian regime to immediately release and rehabilitate all those arbitrarily detained for exercising their legitimate rights, including Ihar Losik, Viktoria Hrankouskaya, Mariya Novik and Volha Klaskouskaya, and to put an end to the criminal prosecution of political opposition, human rights defenders, students, teachers, workers, attorneys and journalists. Independent investigation into all violations of human rights must be conducted and accountability for all perpetrators of human rights violations ensured. 
We urge the Belarusian authorities to fully address all recommendations of the Special Rapporteur, including to review the legislative base regulating registration and functioning of civil society organizations and to relaunch the national dialogue on moratorium on the death penalty. 
Madam Special Rapporteur, given the lack of independence of the Belarusian judicial system what more can the international community do to assist in addressing accountability and finding  justice for victims of human rights violations?
