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Thank you Mister President, 

The Czech Republic aligns itself with the EU statement.

At the outset, let me reiterate that we condemn in the strongest terms Russia’s unprovoked and unjustified military aggression against Ukraine. 
In Russia, the already alarming human rights situation is deteriorating dramatically. The campaign against dissenting voices is escalating, as exemplified by the new legislation imposing harsh sanctions against anyone who speaks out against the government’s false narrative regarding the ongoing war. The crack down on civil society and independent media is strengthening.  
The human rights situation in Belarus remains dire. The regime continues its attacks against political opposition, independent journalists and activists. The number of political prisoners has surpassed 1000.  
We reiterate our concern about human rights violations and restrictions of fundamental freedoms in China. The many detained human rights defenders, journalists, lawyers and academics must be released immediately and unconditionally. We are also worried about restrictions of political pluralism, media freedom and rule of law in Hong Kong. 

We are further concerned about the deteriorating human rights situation in Sudan in the aftermath of the October military coup and about the persistent serious human rights violations and abuses in Syria. 

With regard to the situations in DPRK, Iran, Myanmar and Venezuela. We would like to refer to our statements during the respective interactive dialogues.
