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Mr. President, Mr. High-Commissioner,
Czechia aligns itself with the EU statement.
Czechia is deeply concerned by the recent outbreak of violence in Sudan. The human rights situation in the country is catastrophic. We don’t know yet how many persons have been killed and wounded during the ongoing conflict. The numbers will be high, we are worried that it will be many more that the reported hundreds of victims. We are concerned that the current situation might evolve into a long-term conflict affecting the whole country. 
We call on the Sudanese Armed Forces and the Rapid Support Forces to immediately stop the fighting and respect the ceasefire. The situation in Sudan cannot be solved by an armed conflict. Access of humanitarian aid must be facilitated. Civilians must be protected. It is unacceptable to conduct attacks on schools and healthcare facilities in the armed conflict.
This situation is showing us the fragility of states in democratic transition. Just a few years ago, we expressed our support to the efforts of the Transitional Government to improve the human rights situation in Sudan and to lead Sudan to democratic elections. It is unfortunate that the positive developments in the country were stopped by the 2021 coup and only two years later we are witnessing these hostilities.
For these reasons, Czechia has supported the submitted resolution and we hope it will be adopted by consensus.
