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A pet is a loyal companion, an animal, a person or perhaps even a technical toy we love and on whom we depend. Show me your pet and I will tell you who you are. A pet is a mirror of our dreams and ambtions. A pet is a darling, the object of our care and attention. It has a positive effect on our psyche, it soothes us. Three upcoming artists give their own interpretation on this special relationship, spiced with ironic overtones and self-reflection. 
Petra Polifková (*1985) express herself through the medium of figurative oil painting, simplifying her chosen motifs and maintaining autobiographical aspects. To her the co-existence of human beings and animals is a natural part of everyday life. Pets nowadays can be technical toys like smart-phones or laptops: we are completely dependent and, cannot imagine life without them.  
Josef Achrer (*1982) works with large scale formats, concentrating on imaginative landscapes from a bird´s eye view.  He combines lively structures with geometrical grids and hereby defines human dwellings.  About the series Terrarium he explains: “…just like an aquarium or terrarium, we, the residents of the urban environment, are also trapped  in our safe homes”. 
For the sculptor Kryštof Rybák (*1979) the world of animals is a mirror of ourselves, which he interprets with humor and irony.  To him it is easier to caricature a dog than his master. At other times he initiates his story-telling from childhood memories filled with teddy-bears and other toy animal. He works in bronze or combines other metals with materials such as casted glass. He is excellent in expressing movement and constructing sculptures from segments with a reference to theatre puppets.    
All three artists are graduates from the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague. They conducted worldwide long-term study programmes and also  participated in international symposia and workshops. Though still very young, they have taken part in exhibitions abroad and arranged their first solo shows. 
The exhibition is organized by Bredgade Kunsthandel in cooperation with the Embassy of the Czech Republic in Copenhagen. The curator of the exhibition is Pavla Rossini, PhD.
