Biography

Jan Cmejla was born in 2003 in Prague. He has been playing
the piano since the age of six, and since his eight years he also
has studied composition. He got the first musical education at
the Music School of Ilja Hurnik and at the Secondary School
and the Music School of the City of Prague, where he studied
under the guidance of professor Tatana Vejvodova and Lukas
Klansky. Since 2018 he has been studying the Prague
Conservatory under the guidance of Prof. Eva Boguniova.

Jan has won several music competitions, such as the
international competition Virtuosi per musica di pianoforte in
Usti nad Labem (2013, 2018), Chopin for the Youngest (2015),
Novak International Piano Competition (2015), Peter
Toperczer International Piano Competition KoSice (2017; 2nd
prize), Beethoven’s Teplice (2018) and Concertino Praga (2019).
He is a laureate of the prestigious prize “Golden Nut*“ (2013)
addressed to the most talented children in the Czech Republic
and of the Kern Foundation Prize awarded by excellent
Russian pianist Olga Kern.

Thanks to his success in music competitions he had the
opportunity to perform with the Brno Philharmonic Orchestra
(2014), the Prague Symphonic Orchestra (2015, 2017), the
North Czech Philharmonic Teplice (2019), the Prague Radio
Symphony Orchestra (2019) and performed at the Prague
Music Festival 2016 with violinist Vaclav Hudecek.

His artistic inspiration is the Chinese pianist Lang Lang, with
whom he personally met in Vienna as a participant in the
Allianz Junior Music Camp 2015, which is annually dedicated
to a dozen selected talents from around the world.

FOK (2015, 2017), Severoc¢eskou filharmonii Teplice (2019),
Symfonickym orchestrem Ceského rozhlasu (2019) &i s Vaclavem
Hudeckem v ramci festivalu Svatky hudby 2016. V bireznu 2019
vystoupil se solovym recitalem v National Bohemian Hall v New
Yorku a Kennedyho Centru ve Washingtonu v ramci prestizniho
koncertniho cyklu Millennium Stage. Jan se s6lovym recitalem
vystoupil také i v Barceloné. V roce 2021 také vystoupil s 1.
koncertem e-moll od Fryderyka Chopina pod taktovkou Leose
Svarovského a provedl sélovy recital v rameci MHF Cesky Krumlov.

Jeho uméleckym vzorem je Ccinsky klavirista Lang Lang, s nimz
se osobné poznal ve Vidni jako uc¢astnik programu Allianz Junior
Music Camp 2015, ktery je kazdoroéné uréen desitce vybranych
talentu z celého svéta.
