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Thank you, Madam President, 
The Czech Republic would like to thank the High Commissioner for her update as well as for her work and the latest report on the human rights situation in Ukraine.
First of all, we are deeply concerned over systematic violations of human rights and international humanitarian law on non-government controlled areas in Eastern Ukraine perpetrated by pro-Russian separatists as well as in Autonomous Republic of Crimea and City of Sevastopol occupied by the Russian Federation. The overall trend remains negative; the situation is getting worse year after year.  
Reported cases of grave human rights violations, illegal arbitrary detentions, torture and ill-treatment of both conflict and non-conflict related detainees by self-proclaimed “Donetsk and Luhansk people´s republic” must stop. We call on so called “authorities” as well as on their Russian patrons to provide unimpeded and confidential access by OHCHR and other independent monitors to all detainees and to treat them in accordance with international norms and standards. 
We are alarmed by appealing human rights violations in occupied Crimea. We call for an independent, impartial and effective investigation of all credible reports on the use of arbitrary detentions, enforced abduction and illegal methods of investigation, including torture. We call on Russia to ensure unimpeded access of international human rights monitoring missions and organizations to these places. We deplore in the strongest terms recent detention of Crimean Tatars, including Nariman Dzelai,  Aziz Akhtemov  and Asan Akhtemov, who has been reportedly tortured to extort a confession to a non-committed crime.  We repeatedly call on Russia to immediately release all Ukrainian political prisoners, including Crimean Tatars.  
In closing, I would like to reiterate our unwavering support to sovereignty, territorial integrity, unity and independence of Ukraine within its internationally recognized borders.
